THE PREFACE 

TO THE CANADIAN REVISION OF 1918 

Book of Common Prayer is a priceless possession of our 

Church. By its intrinsic merits, as a book designed for the 
reverent and seemly worship of Almighty God, as well as by its 
historic associations, it has endeared itself to generation after 
generation of devout Christians throughout the world. None would 
desire or advocate any change therein which would impair or lessen 

this deep-seated affection. 
But through the lapse of some three hundred years many changes 

have taken place in the life of the Church and in its outlook upon 
the world. The present life and larger outlook of the Church are 
seeking more adequate expression than the Book of Common Prayer 
has hitherto afforded, and seem to require judicious adaptation 
and enrichment of the Book in order that it may more fully meet 

the needs of the Church in this age and in this Dominion, 
Therefore the General Synod of the Church of England in Canada 

determined to make such adaptations and enrichments in the body 
of the Book as would serve this purpose. But to avoid the risk of 
changes that might impair the character of the Book, the General 
Synod clearly ordained the limits within which such adaptation 
and enrichment might be made, forbidding any change in text 
or rubric which would involve or imply a change of doctrine or 
principle of the Church of England as set forth in the Book of 
Common Prayer, or any other change not in accordance with the 
27th Resolution of the Lambeth Conference of 1908. 
The chief results of the present Revision will be found to be: the 

adaptation of rubrics to customs generally accepted at the present 
time; the provision of directions for the combined use of the 
different Services; the adaptation and enrichment of the Occasional 
Offices; the supplying of Forms for Additional Services in use 
throughout the Church though not provided for in the Book of 
Common Prayer heretofore; the addition of many new Prayers for 
Special Occasions; the revision of the Calendar, the Lectionary, and 

the Psalter. ; 
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THE PREFACE OF 1918 

This present book, the fruit of much prayer and toil, is set fort 

<n the firm belief that, by the alterations and additions herem made, 

it will botk provide greater variety in Public Worship and better 

meet the needs of the Church in this land: and in good hope that, 

thus adapted and enriched, it may prove more generally serviceable 

to both Clergy and people in the worship of God throughout this 

Dominion. 

THE PREFACE 

PREFIXED AT THE REVISION OF 1662 

T hath been the wisdom of the Church of England, ever since 

the first compiling of her Publick Liturgy, to keep the mean 

between the two extremes, of too much stiffness in refusing, and of 
too much easiness in admitting any variation fromit, For,as on 
the one side common experience sheweth, that where a change hath 
been made of things advisedly established (no evident necessity so 
requiring) sundry 1nconveniences have thereupon ensued; and those 

many times more and greater than the evils, that were intended to 
be remedied by such change: So on the other side, the particular 
Forms of Divine worship, and the Rites and Ceremonies appointed 
to be used therein, being things in their own nature indifferent, 

and alterable, and so acknowledged; itis but reasonable, that upon 
weighty and important considerations, according to the various 

exigency of times and occasions, such changes and alterations should 
be made therein, as to those that are in place of Authority should 
from time to time seem either necessary or expedient. Accordingly 

we find, that in the Reigns of several Princes of blessed memory 

since the Reformation, the Church, upon just and weighty con~ 
siderations her thereunto moving, hath yielded to make such 

alterations in some particulars, as in their respective times were 
thought convenient: Yet so, as that the main Body and Essentials 
of it (as well in the chiefest materials, as in the frame and order 
thereof) have still continued the same unto this day, and do yet 

stand firm and unshaken, notwithstanding all the vain attempts and 
impetuous assaults made against 1t, by such men as are given to 
change, and have always discovered a greater regard to their own 
private fancies and interests, than to that duty they owe to the 
publick, : 
By what undue means, and for what mischievous purposes the 

use of the Liturgy (though enjoined by the Laws of the Land, and 

vill

those Laws never yet repealed) came, during the late unhappy 
confusions, to be discontinued, is too well known to the world, and 
wearenotwillingheretoremember. But when, upon His Majesty’s 
happy Restoration, it seemed probable, that, amongst other things, 
the use of the Liturgy also would return of course (the same having 
never been legally abolished) unless some timely means were used 
to prevent it; those men who under the late usurped powers had 
made ita great part of their business to render the people disaffected 
thereunto, saw themselves in point of reputation and interest 
eoncerned (unless they would freely acknowledge themselves to have 
erred, which such men are very hardly brought to do) with their 
utmost endeavours to hinder the restitution thereof. In order 
whereunto divers Pamphlets were published against the Book of 
Common Prayer, the old Objections mustered up, with the addition 
of some new ones, more than formerly had been made, to make the 
number swell. In fine, great importunities were used to His Sacred 
Majesty, that the said Book might be revised, and such Alterations 

therein, and Additions thereunto made, as should be thought 

requisite for the ease of tender Consciences: whereunto His Majesty, 
out of his pious inclination to give satisfaction (so far as could be 
reasonably expected) to all his subjects of what persuasion soever, 

did graciously condescend, 
In which review we have endeavoured to observe the like modera= 

tion, as we find to have been used in the like case in former times. 
And therefore of the sundry Alterations proposed unto us, we have 

rejected allsuch as were either of dangerous consequence (as secretly 

striking at some established Doctrine, or laudable Practice of the 

Church of England, or indeed of the whole Catholick Church of 

Christ) or else of no consequence at all, but utterly frivolous and 

vain. But such Alterations as were tendered to us (by what 

persons, under what pretences, or to what purpose soever so tendered) 

as seemed to us in any degree requisite or expedient, we have 

willingly, and of our own accord assented unto: not enforced so to 

do by any strength of Argument, convincing us of the necessity of 

making the said Alterations: For we are fully persuaded in our 

judgem nts (and we here profess it to the world) that the Book, 

as it stood before established by Law, doth not contain in it any 

thing contrary to the Word of God, or to sound Doctrine, or which 

a godly man may not with a good Conscience use and submit unto, 

or which is not fairly defensible against any that shall oppose the 

same} if it shall be allowed such just and favourable construction as 

in common Equity ought to be allowed to all human Writings, 

especially such as are set forth by Authority, and even to the very 

best translations of the holy Scripture itself. 
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THE PREFACE OF 1662 

Our general aim therefore in this undertaking was, not to gratify 
this or that party in any their unreasonable demands; but todo that, 
which to our best understandings we conceived might most tend to 
the preservation of Peace and Unity in the Church; the procuring of 
BReverence, and exciting of Piety and Devotion in the Publick Worship 

of Ged; and the cutting off occasion from them that seek occasion 
of cayil or quarrel against the Liturgyof the Church, Andaste the 
several variations from the former Book, whether by Alteration, 

Addition, or otherwise, it shall suffice to give this general account, 
That most of the Alterations were made, either first, for the better 
direction of them ‘hat are to officiate in any part of Divine Service; 
which is chiefly done in the Calendars and Rubricks: Or secondly, 
for the more proper expressing of some words or phrases of ancien$ 
usage in terms more suitable to the language of the present times, 
and the clearer explanation of some other words and phrases, that 
were either of doubtful signification, or otherwise liable to mis- 
construction : Or thirdly, for amore perfectrendering of such portions 
of holy Scripture, as are inserted into the Liturgy; which, in the 
Epistles and Gospels especially, and in sundry other places, are now 
ordered to be read according to the last Translation : and that it was 
thought convenient, that some Prayers and Thanksgivings, fitted 
to special occasions, should be added in their due places; par- 
ticularly for those at Sea, together with an office for the Baptism 
of such as are of Riper Years: which, although not so necessary 
when the former Book was compiled, yet by the growth of Ana- 
baptism, through the licentiousness of the late times crept in 
amongst us, is now become necessary, 2nd may be always useful for 
the baptizing of Natives in our Plantations, and others converted 
to the Faith. If any man, who shall desire a more particular account 
of the several Alterations in any part of the Liturgy, shall take the 
pains tc compare the present Book with the former; we doubt no& 
but the reason of the change may easily appear. 

And haying thus endeavoured to discharge our duties in this 
weighty affair, as in the sightof God, and to approve our sincerity 
therein (so far as lay in us) to the consciences of all men; although 
we knowit impossible (in such variety of apprehensions, humours 
and interests, as are in the world) to please all; nor can expect 
that men of factious, peevish, and perverse spirits should be satisfied 
with any thing that can be dons in this kind by any other than 
themselves: Yet we have good hope, that what is here presented, and 
hath been by the Convocations of both Provinces with great dihgence 
examined and approved, will be also well accepted and approved 
by all sober, peaceable, and truly conscientious Sons of the Church 

of England. 
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THE ORIGINAL PREFACE (1549) 
ALTERED IN 1552 AND 1662 

CONCERNING THE SERVICE OF THE CHURCH 

was never any thing by the wit of man so well devised, 
or so sure established, which in continuance of time hath not 

‘been corrupted: As, among other things, it may plainly appear by 

the Common Prayersin the Church, commonly called Divine Service. 
‘The first original and ground whereof if a man would search out by 
the ancient Fathers, he shall find, that the same was not ordained 
but of a good purpose, and for a great advancement of godliness, 
For they so ordered the matter, that all the whole Bible (or the 
greatest part thereof) should be read over once every year; intending 
thereby, that the Clergy, and especially such as were Ministersin the 
congregation, should (by often reading, and meditation in God’s 
word) be stirred up to godliness themselves, and be more able to 
exhort others by wholesome doctrine, and to confute them that 

were adversaries to the truth; and further, that the people (by daily 

hearing of holy Scripture read in the Church) might continually 

profit more and more in the knowledge of God, and be the more 

inflamed with the love of his true Religion. 
But these many years passed, this godly and decent order of the 

ancient Fathers hath been so altered, broken, and neglected, by 
planting in uncertain Stories, and Legends, with multitude of 
Responds, Verses, vain Repetitions, Commemorations, and Synodals; 
that commonly when any Book of the Bible was begun, after three 
or four Chapters were read out, all the rest were unread, Andin 
this sort the Book of Isaiah was begun in Advent, and the Book of 
Genesisin Septuagesima ; but they were only begun, and never read. 
through: After like sort were other Books of holy Scripture used. 

And moreover, whereas St Paul would have such language spoken 

to the people in the Church, as they might understand, and have 

profit by hearing the same; The Service in this Church of England 

these many years hath been read in Latin to the people, which 
they understand not; so that they have heard with their ears only, 
and their heart, spirit, and mind, have not been edified thereby. 
And furthermore, notwithstanding that the ancient Fathers have 

divided the Psalms into seven Portions, whereof every one was 

called a Nocturn : Now of late time a tew of them have been daily 

said, and the rest utterly omitted. Moreover, the number and 
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CONCERNING THE SERVICE OF THE CHURCH 

hardness of the Rules called the Pie, and the manifold changings of 
the Service, was the cause, that to turn the Book only was so hard 
and intricate a matter, that many times there was more business ta 
find out what should be read, than to read it when it was found out, 

These inconveniences therefore considered, here is set forth such 
an Order, whereby the same shall be redressed. And for a readi~ 
ness in this matter, here is drawn outa Calendar for that purpose, 
which is plain and easy to be understood; wherein (so much as 
may be) the reading of holy Scripture is so set forth, that all 
things shall be dont in order, without breaking one piece from 
another. For this cause be cut off Anthems, Responds, Inyita- 
tories, and such like things as did break the continual course of 

the reading of the Scripture. 
Yet, because there is no remedy, but that of necessity there must 

be some Rules; therefore certain Rules are here set forth; which, 
as they are few in number, so they are plain and easy to be under- 
stood. So that here you have an Order for Prayer, and for the 
reading of the holy Scripture, much agreeable to the mind and 
purpose of the old Fathers, and a great deal more profitable and 
commodious, than that which of late was used. Itismore profitable, 
because here are left out many things, whereof some are untrue, 
some uncertain, some vain and superstitious; and nothing is ordained 
to be read, but the very pure Word of God, the holy Scriptures, or 
that which is agreeable to the same; and that in such a Language 
and Order as is most easy and plain for the understanding both of 
the Readers and Hearers. It is also more commodious, both for 
the shortness thereof, and for the plainness of the Order, and for 
that the Rules be few and easy. 
And whereas heretofore there hath been great diversity in saying 

and singing in Churches within this Realm; somefollowingSalisbury _ 

Use, some Hereford Use, and some the Use of Bangor, some of 
York, some of Lincoln; now from henceforth all the whole Realm 

shall have but one Use. 
And forasmuch as nothing can be so plainly set forth, but doubts 

may arise in the use and practice of the same; to appease all such 
diversity (if any arise) and for the resolution of all doubts, concerning 
the manner how to understand, do, and execute, the things contained 
in this Book; the parties that so doubt, or diversely take any thing, 
shall alway resort to the Bishop of the Diocese, who by his discretion 
shall take order for the quieting and appeasing of the same; so that 
the same order be not contrary to any thing contained in this Book. 
And if the Bishop of the Diocese be in doubt, then he may send for 
the resolution thereof to the Archbishop. 
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CONCERNING THE SERVICE OF THE CHURCH 

HOUGH it be appointed, That all things shall be read and sung 
in the Church in the English Tongue, to the end that the Con~ 

gregation may be thereby edified; yet itis not meant, but that when 
men say Morning and Evening Prayer privately, they may say the 

same in any language that they themselves do understand, 
And all Priests and Deacons are to say daily the Morning and 

Evening Prayer either privately or openly, not being let by sickness, 

or some other urgent cause. 
And the Curate that ministereth in every Parish-Church or Chapel, 

being at home, and not being otherwise reasonably hindered, shall 
say the same in the Parish-Church or Chapel where he ministereth, 
and shall cause a Bell to be tolled thereunto a convenient time before 
hebees that the people may come to hear God’s Word, and to pray 

with him. 

OF CEREMONIES 

WHY SOME BE ABOLISHED AND SOME RETAINED 
1549) 

O* such Ceremonies as be used in the Church, and have had their 

beginning by the institution of man, some at the first were of 

godly intent and purpose devised, and yet at length turned to vanity 

and superstition: some entered into the Church by undiscreet devo- 

tion, and such a zeal as was without knowledge; and for because they 

were winked at in the beginning, they grew daily to more and more 

abuses, which not only for their unprofitableness, but also because 

they have much blinded the people, and obscured the glory of God, 

are worthy to be cut away, and clean rejected : other there be, which 

although they have been devised by man, yet it is thought good to 

reserve them still, as well for a decent order in the Church, (for the 

which they were first devised) as because they pertain to edification, 

whereunto all things done in the Church (as the Apostle teacheth} 

ought to be referred, 

And although the keeping or omitting of a Ceremony, in itself 

considered, is but a small thing; yet the wilful and contemptuous 

transgression and breaking of a common order and discipline is n¢ 

smalloffence before God, Let all things bedone among you, saith Saint 

Panl, in a seemly and due order: The appointment of the which order 

pertaineth not to private men; therefore no man ought to take in 

hand, nor presume to appoint or alter any publick or common Order 

in Christ?s Church, except he be lawfully called and authorized 

thereunto. 
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OF CEREMONIES 

And whereas in this our time, the minds of men are so diverse, 
that some think it a great matter of conscience to depart from a 
piece of the least of their Ceremonies, they be so addicted to their 
old customs; and again on the other side, some be so new-fangled, 
that they would innovate all things, and so despise the old, that 
nothing can like them, but that is new: it was thought expedient, 
not so much to have respect how to please and satisfy either of these 
parties, as how to please God, and profitthem both. And yet lest 
any man should be offended, whom good reason might satisfy, here 
be certain causes rendered, why some of the accustomed Ceremonies 
be put away, and some retained and kept still. 
Some are put away, because the great excess and multitude of 

them hath so increased in these latter days, that the burden of them 
was intolerable; whereof Saint Augustine in his ttme complained, 
that they were grown to such a number, that the estate of Christian 

people was in worse case concerning that matter, than were the 
Jews. And he counselled that such yoke and burden should be 
taken away, as time would serve quietly to doit. But what would 
Saint Augustine have said, if he had seen the Ceremonies of late 
days used among us; whereunto the multitude used in his time was 
not to be compared? This our excessive multitude of Ceremonies 
‘was so great, and many of them so dark, that they did more con- 
found and darken, than declare and set forth Christ’s benefits unto 
us. And besides this, Christ’s Gospel is not a Ceremonial Law, (as 
much of Moses’ Law was,) but itis a Religion to serve God, notin 
bondage of the figure or shadow, but in the freedom of the Spirit; 
being content only with those Ceremonies which do serve to a decent 
Order and godly Discipline, and such as be apt to stir up the dull 
mind of man to the remembrance of his duty to God, by some notable 
and special signification, whereby he might be edified, Further- 
more, the most weighty cause of the abolishment of certain Cere- 
monies was, Thatthey were so far abused, partly by the superstitious 
blindness of the rude and unlearned, and partly by the unsatiable 
avarice of such as sought more their own lucre, than the glory of 
God, that the abuses could not well be taken away, the thing re- 
maining still, 

But now as concerning those persons, which peradyenture will be 
offended, for that some of the old Ceremonies are retained stills 
if they consider that without some Ceremonies itis not possible to 
keep any Order, or quiet Discipline in the Church, they shall easily 
perceive just cause to reform their judgements, And if they think 
much, that any of the old do remain, and would rather have all 
devised anew: then such men granting some Ceremonies convenient 
fo be had, surely where the old may be well used. there they cannot 
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OF CEREMONIES 

reasonably reprove the old only for their age, without bewraying of 
their own folly. For in such a case they ought rather to have 
yeverence unto them for their antiquity, if they will declare them- 

selves to be more studious of unity and concord, than of innovations 

and new-fangleness, which (as much as may be with the true setting 
forth of Christ’s Religion) is always to be eschewed. Furthermore, 
such shall have no just cause with the Ceremonies reserved to be 

offended. For as those be taken away which were most abused, and 

did burden men’s consciences without any vause; so the other that 

yemain, are retained for a discipline and order, which (upon just 

causes) may be altered and changed, and therefore are not to be 

esteemed equal with God’s Law. And moreover, they beneither dark. 

nor dumb Ceremonies, but are so set forth, that every man may 

understand what they do mean, and to what use they do serve. So 

that it is not like that they in time to come should be abused as 

other have been. And in these our doings we condemn no other 

Nations, nor prescribe any thing but to our own people only: For 

we think it convenient that every Country should use such Cere~ 

monies as they shall think best to the setting forth of God’s honour 

and glory, and to the reducing of the people to a most perfect and 

godly living. without error or superstition; and that they should 

put away other things, which from time to time they perceive to 

be most abused, as in men’s ordinances it often chanceth diversely in 

divers countries. 

THE ORDER HOW THE PSALTER 

‘IS APPOINTED TO-BE READ 

TIE Psalter shall be read through once every Month, as it is 

there appointed, both for Morning and Evening Prayer. But 

in February it shall be read only to the twenty-eighth, or twenty

THE ORDER HOW THE REST OF HOLY 
SCRIPTURE IS APPOINTED TO BE READ 

L HE Old Testament is appointed for the First Lessons at 
Morning and Evening Prayer, so as the most part there- 

of will be read every year once, The New Testament is appointed 
for the Second Lessons at Morning and Evening Prayer, so as the 
most part will be read every year twice. 

I. The Table of Lessons is arranged according to the weeks of 

the Ecclesiastical Year, from Advent to Trinity, instead of according 
to the Calendar months as heretofore. 

Tit. The Lessons appointed for Sundays and weekdays will be 
found in THE TABLE OF LESSONS (pages xviii—xlvii), arranged 
ander the weeks of the Church Year. Alternative Second Lessonsare 
provided, for Morning and Evening Services, for all Sundays in the 
year, except for the Mornings of Palm Sunday, Easter Day, Whit- 
sunday, and the Sunday next before Advent. Except on Whitsun- 
day, at least one Lesson from the Gospels should be read on eyery 
Sunday. 

IV. In the first part of the year, the Sunday Second Lessons 
are, so far as possible, congruous with the special season. For the 

Sundays after Trinity, the Lessons selected are generally consecutive.

HOW HOLY SCRIPTURE IS TO BE READ 

In the Lessons appointed for weekdays, the First Lessons harmonize 
with the order appointed for Sundays. In a few cases, important 
historical passages from the Prophets take their chronological place 
among Lessons from historical books. When a Second Lesson from 
the Gospels is read at Mattins, a Lesson from the Acts, Epistles, 
or the Book of Revelation is read at Evensong; and vice versa. On 
weekdays between Trinity Sunday and the eleventh Sunday after 
Trinity, the Lessons from St Matthew, St Mark, and St Luke are 
so chosen that, so far as possible, what is peculiar to one Gospel is 
read in its place, and what is common to more than one of these 
Gospels is read once only, The Epistles of St Paul are placed in 
the order which is commonly believed to be approximately chrono~ 
logical. The most part of the Book of Revelation is read during the 
week immediately preceding Advent, and, as alternative Lessons, on 
the Sunday evenings in Advent. 

V. For Holy-days, the appointed Lessons will be found in the 
Table of LESSONS PROPER FOR HOLY-DAYS (pages xlviii— 
xlix). In that Table, alternative Evening Lessons are inserted, which 
may be read at Evensong on the Eve of the Holy-day, if desired. 
But, since the Saint’s day Lessons interrupt the daily course, the 
Minister may, at his discretion, read the corresponding daily Lesson 
set down in the weekly course. 

VI. Lessons appointed for Ember and Rogation Days will be 
found in the Table of LESSONS PROPER FOR SPECIAL DAYS 

(page 1). 

VIL. Lessons proper for Special Occasions will be found ‘in the 
Table of LESSONS PROPER FORSPECIALOCCASIONS (pageli). 

VILL. On occasions approved by the Ordinary, other Lessons 

may be substituted for those appointed. 

IX. If any of the Holy-days for which Proper Lessons are 
appointed in the Table fall upon a Sunday, whichis the First Sunday 
in Advent, Easter Day, Whitsunday, or Trinity Sunday, the Lessons 

appointed for such Sunday shall be read; but if it fall upon any 
other Sunday, the Lessons appointed either for the Sunday or for 
the Holy-day may be read at the discretion of the Minister. 

X. Note also, That the Collect, Epistle, and Gospel appointed 
for the Sunday shall serve all the week after, when it is notin this 

Book otherwise ordered.

Upon any days except Sundays, Christmas Day, the Cireum- 
cision, the Epiphany, Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and Ascension 
Day, the Order for Morning or Evening Prayer may be shortened 
py the omission of the Venite (in Morning Prayer), of one or more 
Psalms (one Psalm at least, or-one portion of the 119th Psalm, 
being always retained), of one Lesson, of one Canticle as appointed, 
of the Lesser Litany and the Lord’s Prayer after the Creed, and 
of the Prayers following the Third Collect, except the Prayer of 
§t Chrysostom and The grace of our Lord ete. 
Note, That when this Shortened Form is used, the Minister may 

omit the Exhortation, or all words therein after brethren down to 
I pray, or else instead thereof he may say Let us humbly confess

Note, That the permission granted to use the Shortened Form 

is hereby extended to Sundays and Holy-days, when the Minister 
shall deem it advisable on account of special cireumstances.

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THE CREED OF SAINT ATHANASIUS 

(COMMONLY SO-CALLED) 

§ Upon any day in the year, may be sung or said at Morning 
Prayer, instead of the Apostles’ Creed, this Confession of our 
Christian Faith, commonly called the Creed of Saint Athana- 
sius, by the Minister and people standing. 

QUICUMQUE VULT. 
HOSOEVER would be saved : needeth 
before all things to hold fast the Catholick 

Faith. 
Which Faithexcepta man keep wholeand un- 

defiled : without doubt he will perish eternally. 

NOW the Catholick Faith is this : that we 
worship one God in Trinity, and the Trinity 
in Unity; 

Neither confusing the Persons : nor dividing 
the Substance. 

Forthereis one Personof the Father, another 
of the Son : another of the Holy Ghost; 

But the Godhead of the Father, and of the 
Son, and of the Holy Ghost is all one : the 
glory equal, the majesty co-eternal. 

Such as the Father is, such is the Son : and 
such is the Holy Ghost; 

The Father uncreated, the Son uncreated : 
the Holy Ghost uncreated; 

The Father infinite, the Son infinite : the 
Holy Ghost infinite; 
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The Father eternal, the Son eternal : the 

Holy Ghost eternal; 
And yet there are not three eternals : but 

one eternal; 
As also there are uot three uncreated, nor 

three inifinites,: but one infinite, and one un- 
created. 

So likewise the Father is almighty, the Son 
almighty : the Holy Ghost almighty; 
And yet there are not three almighties : 

but one almighty. 
So the Father is God, the Son God : the 

Holy Ghost God; 
And yet there are not three Gods : but one 

God. 
So the Father is Lord, the Son Lord : the 

Holy Ghost Lord; 
M And yet there are not three Lords: : but one 
ord. 
For like as we are compelled by the Christian 

verity : to confess each Person by himself to 
be both God and Lord; 

So are we forbidden by the Catholick Reli- 
gion : to speak of three Gods or three Lords, 

The Father is made of none : nor created, 
nor begotten. 

The Son is of the Father alone : not made, 
nor created, but begotten. 

The Holy Ghost is of the Father and the 
Son : not made, nor created, nor begotten, 
but proceeding. 

There is therefore one Father, not three 
Fathers; one Son, not three Sons : one Holy 
Ghost, not three Holy Ghosts. 
And in this Trinity there is no before or 

after : no greater or less; 
Butall three Persons are co-eternal together : 

and co-equal. 
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. So that im all-ways, as is aforesaid : both 
the Trinity is to be worshipped in Unity, and 
the Unity in Trinity. 

He therefore that would be saved : let him 
thus think of the Trinity. 

FURTHERMORE it is necessary to eternal 
salvation : that he:also believe faithfully the 
Incarnation of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
Now the right Faith is that we believe and 

confess : that our Lord Jesus Christ, the Son 
of God, is both God and Man. 

He.is God, of the Substance of the Father, 
begotten before the worlds : and he is Man, 
of the Substance of his Mother, born in the 
worlds 

Perfect God : perfect Man, of reasoning 
soul and human flesh subsisting; — 

Equal to the Father as touching his God- 
head : less than the Father as touching his 
Manhood. 
Who although he be God and Man : yet he 

is not two, but is one Christ; 
One, however, not by conversion of Godhead 

into flesh : but by taking of Manhood into God; 
One altogether : not by confusion of Sub- 

stance, but by unity of Person. 
For as reasoning soul and flesh is one man : 

so God and Man is one Christ; 
Who suffered for our salvation : descended 

into hell, rose again from the dead; 
Ascended into heaven, sat down at the right 

hand of the Father : from whence he shall 
come to judge the quick and the dead. 

At whose coming all men must rise again 
with their bodies : and shall give account for 
their own deeds. 
And they that have done good will go into 
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life eternal : they that have done evil into 
eternal fire.

What sayest thou of thyself? He said, fam 

the voice of one crying in the wilderness, Make 

straight the way of the Lord, as said the pro- 

phet Esaias. And they which were sent were 

of the Pharisees. And they asked him, and 

said unto him, Why baptizest thou then, if 

thou be not that Christ, nor Elias, neither that 

Prophet ? John answered them, saying, I bap- 

tize with water: but there standeth one among 

you, whom ye know not: heit is who coming’ 

after me is preferred before me, whose shoe’s 

latchet I am not worthy to unloose. These 

things were done in Bethabara beyond Jordan, 
where John was baptizing.

Then 
Joseph her husband, being a just man, and

not willing to make her a publick example, 
was minded to put her away privily. But while 

he thought on these things, behold, the angel 

of the Lord appeared unto him in a dream, 
saying, Joseph thou son of David, fear not to 

take unto thee Mary thy wife; for that which 
is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost: and 
she shall bring forth a Son, and thou shalt call 
his name Jesus; for he shall save his people 
from their sins. (Now all this was done, that 
it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the 
Lord by the prophet, saying, Behold, a Virgin 
shall be with child, and shall bring forth a 
Son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, 
which being interpreted is, God with us.) 
Then Joseph, being raised from sleep, did as 
the angel of the Lord had bidden him, and 
took unto him his wife; and knew her not till 
she had brought forth her first-born son: and 
he called his name Jzsus.

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THE CIRCUMCISION’ OF CHRIST 

THE EPISTLE, Rom. 4, 8. 

LESSED is the man to whom the Lord 
will not impute sin. Cometh this blessed- 

ness then upon the circumcision only, or upon 
the uncircumeision also? For we say, that 
faith was reckoned to Abraham for righteous- 
ness. How was it then reckoned? when he 
was incircumcision, or in uncircumcision? Not 
in circumcision, but in uncircumcision, And 
he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of 
the righteousness of the faith which he had 
yet being uncircumcised; that he might be 
the father of all them that believe, though 
they be not circumcised; that righteousness 
might be imputed unto them also: And the 
father of circumcision to them who are not of 
the circumcision only, but also walk in the 
steps of that faith of our father Abraham, 
which he had being yet uncircumcised. For 
the promise, that he should be the heir of the 
world, was not to Abraham, or to his seed, 
through the law, but, through the righteous- 
ness of faith. For if they which are of the 
law be heirs, faith is made void, and the pro- 
mise made of none effect. 

THE GOSPEL. St Luke 2. 15, 

NM D it came'to pass, as the angels were 
gone away from them into heaven, the 

shepherds said one to another, Let us now 
go even unto Bethlehem, and see this thing 
which is come to pass, which the Lord hath 
made known unto us. And they came with 
haste, and found Mary and Joseph, and the 
babe lying in a manger. And when they had

seen it, they made known abroad the saying 
which was. told them concerning this child. 
And all they that heard it wondered at. those 
thing's which were told them by the shepherds. 
But Mary kept all these things, and pondered 
them in her heart. And the shepherds re- 
turned, glorifying and praising God for all 
the things that they had heard and seen, as 
it was told unto them. And when eight days 
were accomplished for the circumeising of 
the child, his name was called Jzusus, which 
was so named of the angel before he was 
coneeived in the womb,

Unto me, who am less than the least 
of all saints, is this grace given, that I should 
preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable 
riches of Christ; and to make all men see 
what is the fellowship of the mystery, which 
from the beginning of the world hath been 
hid in God, who created all things by Jesus 
Christ: to the intent, that now unto the 
principalities and powers in heavenly places 
might be known by the Church the manifold 
wisdom of God, according to the eternal pur- 
pose which he purposed in Christ Jesus our 
Lord: In whom we have boldness and access 
with confidence by the faith of him.

HEN Jesus was born in Bethlehem of 
Juda, in the days of Herod the king, 

behold, there came wise men from the east 
to Jerusalem, saying, Where is he that is born 
King of the Jews? for we have seen his star 
in the east, and are come to worship him, 
‘When Herod the king had heard these things, 
he was troubled, and all Jerusalem with him. 
And when he had gathered all the chief priests 
and scribes of the people together, he de- 
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manded of them, where Christ should be born. 
And they said unto him, In Bethlehem of 

Judza: for thus it is written by the prophet, 

And thou, Bethlehem, in the land of Juda, art 
not the least among the princes of Juda: for 
out of thee shall come a Governor that shall 
rule my people Israel. Then Herod, when he 
had privily called the wise men, inquired of 
them diligently what time the star appeared. 
And he sent them to Bethlehem, and said, Go, 
and search diligently for the young child, and 

when ye have found him, bring me wordagain, 

that [may comeand worship himalso. When 

they had heard the king, they departed; and 
lo, the star which they saw in the east went 
before them, till it came and stood over where 

the young child was. When they saw the 

star, they rejoiced with exceeding great joy. 
And when they were come into the house, 
they saw the young child with Mary his 

mother, and fell down and worshipped him: 
and when they had opened their treasures, 
they presented untohim gifts; gold,and frank- 
incense, and myrrh. And being warned of 
God in a dream that they should not return to 

Herod, they departed into their own country 
another way.

Jesus saith unto 
her, Woman, what have I to do with thee? 
mine hour is not yet come. His mother saith 
unto the servants, Whatsoever he saith unto 
you, do it. And there were set there six 
water-pots of stone, after the manner of the 
purifying of the Jews, containing two or three

firkins apiece. Jesus saith unto them, Fill 
the water-pots with water. And they filled 
them uptothebrim. Andhesaith unto them, 
Draw out now,and bear unto the governor of 
the feast. And they bare it. When the ruler 
of the feast had tasted the water that was 
made wine, and knew not whence it was, (but 
the servants which drew the water knew,) the 
governor of the feast called the bridegroom, 
and saith unto him, Every man at the begin- 
ning doth set forth good wine, and when men 
have well drunk, then that which is worse: 
but thou hast kept the good wine until now. 
This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana 
of Galilee, and manifested forth his glory, and 
his disciples believed on him.

vide things honest in the sight of all men. 
If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, 
live peaceably with all men. Dearly beloved, 
avenge not yourselves, but rather give place 
unto wrath; for it is written, Vengeance is 
mine; I willrepay, saith the Lord. Therefore 
if thine enemy hunger, feed him; if he thirst, 
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THIRD SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY 
give him drink: for in so doing thou shalt 
heap coals of fire on his head. Be not over- 
come of evil, but overcome evil with good. 

THE GOSPEL, St Maitth. 8. 1. 

HEN he was come down from the moun- 
tain, great multitudes followed him. 

And behold, there came a leper and worshipped 
him, saying, Lord, if. thow wilt, thou canst 
make me clean. And Jesus put forth his 
hand, and touched him, saying, I will; be 
thou clean. And immediately his leprosy was 
cleansed. And Jesus saith unto him, See thou 
tell no man, but go thy way, shew thyself to 
the priest, and offer the gift that Moses com- 
manded, for a testimony unto them, And 
when Jesus was entered into Capernaum, there 
came unto him a centurion beseeching him, 
and saying, Lord, my servant lieth at home 
sick of the palsy, grievously tormented. And 
Jesus saith unto him, I will come and heal 
him. The centurion answered and said, Lord, 
I am not worthy that thou shouldest come 
under my roof; but speak the word only, and 
my servant shall be healed. For I am aman 
under authority, having soldiers under me: 
and £ say unto this man, Go, and he goeth; 
and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to 
my servant, Do this, and he doeth it. When 
Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them 
that followed, Verily I say unto you, I have 
not found so great faith, no not in Israel. And 
I say unto you, That many shall come from 
the east and west, and shall sit down with 
Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, in the king- 
dom of heaven. But the children of the king- 
dom shall be cast out into outer darkness: 
there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. 
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And Jesus said unto the centurion, Go thy 
way, and as thou hast believed, so be it done 
unto thee. And his servant was healed in 
the self-same hour.

For rulers are not a terror to good works, but 
to the evil.

to whom fear, honour to whom honour.

ND when he was entered into a ship, 
his disciples followed him. And behold, 

there arose a great tempest in the sea, inso- 
much that the ship was covered with the 
waves: but he was asleep. And his disciples 
came to him, and awoke him, saying, Lord, save 
us, we perish.

HE kingdom of heaven is like unto a man 
that is an householder, which went out 

early in the morning to hire labourers into 
his vineyard. And when he had agreed with 
the labourers for a penny a day, he sent them 
into his vineyard. And he went out about 
the third hour, and saw others standing idle 
in the market-place, and said unto them, Go 
ye also into the vineyard, and whatsoever is 
right I will give you. And they went their 

way. Again he went out about the sixth and 
ninth hour, and did likewise. And about the 
eleventh hour he went out, and found others 
standing idle, and saith unto them, Why stand 
ye here all the day idle? They say unto him, 
Because no man hath hired us. He saith unto 
them, Go ye also into the vineyard, and what- 
soever is right, that shallyereceive. So when 
even was come, the lord of the vineyard saith 
unto his steward, Call the labourers, and give 
them their hire, beginning from the last unto 
the first. And when they came that were 
hired about the eleventh hour, they received 
every manapenny. But when the first came, 
they supposed that they should have received 
more; and they likewise received every man 
a penny. And when they had received it, 
they murmured against the good-man of the 
house, saying, These last have wrought but 
one hour, and thou hast made them equal 
unto us, which have borne the burden and 
heat of the day. But he answered one of 
them, and said, Friend, I do thee no wrong’; 
didst not thou agree with me for a penny? 
Take that thine is, and go thy way; I will 
give unto this last even as unto thee. Is it 
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not lawful for me to do what I will with mine 
own? Is thine eye evil, because Iam good? 
So the last shall be first, and the first last: 
for many be called, but few chosen.

I speak as con- 
cerning reproach, as though we had been weak: 
howbeit, whereinsoever any is heamg speak 
foolishly,) I am bold also. Are they Hebrews? 
soam lI, Are they Israelites? soamI. Are 
they the seedof Abraham? soam I. Are 
ministers of Christ? (1 speak as a fool,) lam 
more: in labours more abundant; in stripes 
above measure; in prisons more frequent; in 
deaths oft. Of the Jews five times received 
I forty stripes save one; thrice was I beaten 
with rods; ence was I stoned; thrice I suffered 
shipwreck; a night and a day I have been in 
the deep; in journeyings often; in perils of 
waters; in perils of robbers; in perils by mine 
own countrymen; in perils by the heathen; in 
perils in the city; in perils in the wilderness; 
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in perils in the sea; in perils among false 

brethren; in weariness and painfulness; in 
watchings often; in hunger and thirst; in 

fastings often; in cold and nakedness, besides 

those things that are without, that which 
cometh upon me daily, the care of all the 
churches. Who is weak, and I am not weak? 
who is offended, and I burn not? If I must 
needs glory, I will glory of the things which 

concern mine infirmities. The God and Father 
of our Lord Jesus Christ, which is blessed for 
evermore, knoweth that [I lie not. 

THE GOSPEL. St Luke 8. 4. 

HEN much people were gathered to- 
gether, and were come to him out of 

every city, he spake by a parable: A sower 

went out to sow his seed; and as he sowed, 
some fell by the way-side, and it was trodden 
down, and the fowls of the air devoured it. 

And some fell upon a rock, and as soon as it 

was sprung up, it withered away, because it 

lacked moisture. And some fell among thorns, 
and the thorns sprang up with it, and choked 
it. And other fell on good ground, and sprang 
up, and bare fruit an hundred-fold. And when 
he had said these things, he cried, He that hath 

ears to hear, let him hear. And his disciples 
asked him, saying, Whatmightthisparable be? 
And he said, Unto you it is given to know the 

mysteries of the kingdom of God: but toothers 
in parables; that seeing they might not see, 

and hearing they might not understand, Now 
the parable is this: The seed is the word of 
God. Those by the way-side are they that 

hear; then cometh the devil, and taketh away 
the word out of their hearts, lest they should 

‘believe, and be saved. They on the rock are 
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they which, when they hear, receive the word 
with joy; and these have no root, which for a 
while believe, and in time of temptation fall 
away. And that which fell among thorns are 
they which, when they have heard, go forth, 
and are choked with cares, and riches, and 
pleasures of this life, and bring no fruit to 
perfection. But that on the good ground are 
they which in an honest and good heart, 
having heard the word, keep it, and bring 
forth fruit with patience.

THE EPISTLE. 1 Cor. 13, 1, 

HOUGH I speak with the tongues of men 
and of angels, and have not charity, lam 

pbecomeas sounding brass, or atinkling cymbal. 
And though I have the gift of prophecy, and 
understand all mysteries, and all knowledge ; 
and though [I have all faith, so that I could 
remove mountains, and have not charity, lam 
nothing. And though I bestow all my goods 
to feed the poor, and though I give my body 
to be burned, and have not charity, it profiteth 
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me nothing. Charity suffereth long, and is 
kind; charity envieth not; charity vaunteth 
not itself, is not puffed up, doth not behave 
itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is not 
easily provoked, thinketh no evil, rejoiceth 
not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the truth; 
beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth 
all things, endureth alithings. Charity never 
faileth: but whether there be prophecies, they 
shall fail; whether there be tongues, they 
shall cease; whether there be knowledge, it 
shall vanish away. For we know in part, and 
we prophesy in part. But when that which 
is perfect is come, then that which is in part 
shall be done away. When I was a child, I 
spake as a child, I understood as a child, I 
thought as achild; but when I became a man, 
I put away childish things. For now we see 
through a glass darkly; but then face to face: 
now I know in part; but then shall I know 
even as also IT am known. And now abideth 
faith, hope, charity, these three: but the 
greatest of these is charity. 

THE GOSPEL. St Luke 18. 31. 

HEN Jesus tock unto him the twelve, and 
said unto them, Behold, we go up to Jeru- 

salem, and all things that are written by the 
prophets concerning the Son of Man shall be 
accomplished. For he shall be delivered unto 
the Gentiles, and shall be mocked, and spite- 
fully entreated, and spitted on: and they shall 
scourge him, and put him to death; and the 
third day he shallriseagain.

And Jesus stood, and commanded him 
to be brought unto him: and when he was 
come near, he asked him, saying, What wilt 
thou that I should do unto thee? And he 
said, Lord, that Imay receive my sight, And 
Jesus said unto him, Receive thy sight; thy 
faith hath saved thee. And immediately he 
received his sight, and followed him, glori- 
fying God: and all the people, when they saw 
it, gave praise unto God.

But he answered and said, I 

am not sent, but unto the lost sheep of the 

house of Israel. Thencameshe and worshipped 

him, saying, Lord, help me.

Then 

Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, 

great is thy faith: be it unto thee even as 

thou wilt.

But fornication, 

and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not 

be once named amongst you, as becometh 

saints; neither filthiness, nor foolish-talking, 

nor jesting, which are not convenient; but 
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THIRD SUNDAY IN LENT 
rather giving of thanks: for this ye know, 
that. no whoremonger, nor unclean person, 
nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath 
any inheritance in the kingaom of Christ, and 
of God. Let no man deceive you with vain 
words: for because of these things cometh 
the wrath of God upon the children of dis- 
obedience. Be not ye therefore partakers with 
them: for ye were sometimes darkness, but 
now are ye lightin the Lord: walk as children 
of light; (for the fruit of the Spirit is in 
all goodness, and righteousness, and truth;) 
proving what is acceptable unto the Lord. 
And have no fellowship with the unfruitful 
works of darkness, but rather reprove them: 
for it is a shameeven to speak of those things 
which are done of them in secret. But all 
thing's that are reproved are made manifest by 
the light: for whatsoever doth make manifest 
islight. Wherefore he saith, Awake, thou that 
Sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ 
shall give thee light. 

THE GOSPEL. St Luke 11. 14. 

ESUS was casting out a devil, and it was 
dumb. And it came to pass, when the 

devil was gone out, the dumb spake; and the 
people wondered. But some of them said, 
He casteth out devils through Beelzebub, the 
chief of the devils. And others, tempting 
him, sought of him a sign from heaven. But 
he, knowing their thoughts, said unto them, 
Every kingdom divided againstitselfis brought 
to desolation; and a house divided against a 
house falleth. If Satan also be divided against 
himself, how shall his kingdom stand? because 
ye say, that I cast out devils through Beel- 
zebub. And if I by Beelzebub cast out devils,

a strong man armed keepeth his palace, his 
goods are in peace; but when a stronger than 
he shall come upon him, and overcome him, 
he taketh from him all his armour wherein 
he trusted, and divideth his spoils. He that 
is not with me is against me: and he that 
gathereth not with me scattereth. When the 
unclean spirit is gone out of a man, he walketh 
through dry places, seeking rest; and finding 
none, he saith, I will return unto my house 
whence I came out. And when he cometh, 
he findeth it swept and garnished. Then 
goeth he and taketh to him seven other spirits 
more wicked than himself, and they enter in, 
and dwell there; and the last state of that 
man is worse than the first. And it came to 
pass, as he spake these things, a certain woman 
of the company lift up her voice, and said 
unto him, Blessed is the womb that bare thee, 
and the paps which thou hast sucked. But 
he said, Yea rather, blessed are they that hear 
the word of God, and keep it.

by promise. Which things are an allegory: 
al these re the owe cores ts =< the one from 

e mount Sinai, which gendereth to bondage, 
whichis Agar. For this Agar is mount Simai 
in Arabia, and answereth to Jerusalem which 
now is, and is in bondage with her children. 
But Jerusalem which is above is free; which 
is the mother of us all. For it is written, 
Rejoice, thou barren that bearest not; break 
forth and ery, thou that travailestnot: forthe 
desolate hath many more children than she 
which hath an husband. Now we, brethren, 
as Isaac was, are the childrenof promise. But 
as then he that was born after the flesh per- 
secuted him that was born after the Spirit; 
eyen so it is now. Nevertheless, what saith 
the Scripture? Cast out the bond-woman 
and her son; for the son of the bond-woman 
shall not be heir with the son of the free- 
woman. Sothen, brethren, we are not children 
of the bond-woman, but of the free. 

THE GOSPEL St John & L 

ESUS went over the sea of Galilee, which 
is the sea of Tiberias. And a great mul- 

titude followed him, because they saw his 
miracles which he did on them that were 
diseased. And Jesus went up into 2 moun- 
tain, and there he sat with his disciples. And 
the Passover, a feast of the Jews, was nigh 
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FIFTH SUNDAY IN LENT 

When Jesus then lift up his eyes, and saw a 
great company come unto him, he saith unto 
Philip, Whence shall we buy bread, that these 
may eat? (And this he said to prove him; for 
he himself knew what he would do.) Philip 
answered him, Two hundred penny-worth of 
bread is not sufficient for them, that every one 
of them may take alittle. One of his disciples, 
Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, saith untohim, 
There is a Jad here, which hath five barley- 
loaves, and two small fishes: but what are 
they among so many? And Jesus said, Make 
the men sit down. Now there was much 
grass in the place. So the men sat down, in 
number about five thousand. And Jesus took 
the loaves, and when he had given thanks, he 
distributed to the disciples, and the disciples 
to them that were set down: and likewise of 
the fishes, as much as they would. When they 
were filled, he said unto his disciples, Gather 
up the fragments that remain, that nothing be 
lost. Therefore they gathered them together, 
and filled twelve baskets with the fragments 
of the five barley-loaves, which remained over 
and above unto them that had eaten. Then 
those men, when they had seen the miracle 
that Jesus did, said, This is of a truth that 
Prophet that should come. into the world.

blood he entered in once into the holy place, 
having obtained eternal redemption for us. 
For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the 
ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, 
sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh; how 
much more shall the blood of Christ, who 
through the eternal Spirit, offered himself 
without spot to God, purge your conscience 
from dead works to serve the living God? And 
for this cause he is the Mediator of the new 
testament, that by means of death, for the re- 
demption of the transgressions that were under 
the first testament, they which are called might 
receive the promise of eternal inheritance.

Jesus an- 
swered, I have not a devil; but I honour my 
Father, and ye do dishonour me.

Verily, verily, I say unto you, 
If a man keep my saying, he shall never see 
death. Then said the Jews unto him, Now we 
know that thou hast a devil: Abraham is

death. Art thou greater than our father 
Abraham, which is dead? and the prophets 
are dead: whom makest thou thyself? Jesus 
answered, If I honour myself, my honour is 
nothing; it is my Father that honoureth me, 
of whom ye say, that he is your God: yet ye 
have not known him; but I know him: and if 
I should say, I know him not, I shall be a liar 
like unto yous; but I know him, and keep his 
saying. Your father Abraham rejoiced to see 
my day, and he saw it, and was glad. Then 
said the Jews unto him, Thou art not yet 
fifty years old, and hast thou seen Abraham ? 
Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say 
unto you, Before Abraham was,I am. Then 
took they up stones to cast at him: but Jesus 
hid himself, and went out of the temple.

THE EPISTLE. Philip. 2, 5. 

ET this mind be in you, which was also in 
Christ Jesus: who, being in the form of 

God, thought it not robbery to be equal with 

God; but made himself of no reputation, and 
took upon him the form of a servant, and was 

made in the likeness of men: and being found 
in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and 
became obedient unto death, even the death 
of the cross. Wherefore God also hath highly 

exalted him, and given him a name which is 

above every name; that at the name of Jesus 

every knee should bow, of things in heayen, 
and things in earth, and things under the 
earth; and that every tongue should confess 
that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of Go 
the Father. 

THE GOSPEL. St Matth. 27. 1. 

\ N 7 HEN the morning was come, all the chief 
priests and elders of the people took 

counsel against Jesus, to put him to death. 
And when they had bound him, they led him 
away, and delivered him to Pontius Pilate the 
governor. Then Judas who had betrayed him, 
when he saw that he was condemned, repented 
himself, and brought again the thirty pieces 
of silver to the chief priests and elders, saying, 
I have sinned, in that I have betrayed the 
innocent blood. And they said, What is that 
to us? see thou to that. And he cast down 
the pieces of silver in the temple, and departe 
and went and hanged himself. And the chie 
priests took the silver pieces, and said, It is not 
lawfulfor to putthemintothetreasury, because 
it is the price of blood. And they took counsel, 
and bought with them the potter’s field, to bury 
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SUNDAY NEXT BEFORE EASTER 
strangers in. . Wherefore that field was called, 
The field of blood, unto this day. (Then was 
fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremy the 
prophet, saying, And they took the thirty 
pieces of silver, the price of him that was 
valued, whom they of the children of Israel did 
value, and gave them for the potter’s field, as 
the Lord appointed me.) And Jesus stood be- 
fore the governor; and the governor asked him, 
saying, Art thou the King of the Jews? And 
Jesus said unto him, Thou sayest. And when 
he was accused of the chief priests and elders, 
he answered nothing. Then saith Pilate unto 
him, Hearest thou not how many things they 
witness against thee? And he answered him 
to never a word, insomuch that the governor 
marvelled greatly. Now at that feast the 
governor was wont to release unto the people 
a prisoner, whom they would. And they had 
then a notable prisoner, called Barabbas. 
Therefore when they were gathered together, 
Pilate said unto them, Whom will ye that I re- 
lease unto you? Barabbas, or Jesus which is 
called Christ ? For he knew that for envy they 
had delivered him, When he was set down on 
the judgement-seat, his wife sent unto him, 
saying, Have thou nothing to do with that just 
man: for I have suffered many things this day 
in a dream because of him. But the chief 
priests and elders persuaded the multitude 
that they should ask Barabbas, and destroy 
Jesus. The governor answered and said unto 
them, Whether of the twain will ye that I 
release unto you? They said, Barabbas. Pi- 
late saith unto them, What shall I do then 
with Jesus which is called Christ? They all 
say unto him, Let him be crucified. And the 
governor said, Why, what evil hath he done? 
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SUNDAY NEXT BEFORE EASTER 
But they cried out the more, saying, Let him 
be ecrucified.. When Pilate saw that he could 
prevail nothing, but that rather a tumult was 
made, he took water, and washed his hands 
before the multitude, saying, I am innocent 
of the blood of this just person: see ye to it. 
Then answered all the people, and said, His 
blood be on us, and on our children. Then re- 
leased he Barabbas unto them: and when he 
had scourged Jesus he delivered him to be 
crucified. Then the soldiers of the governor 
took Jesus into the common hall, and gathered 
unto him the whole band of soldiers. And they 
stripped him, and put on him a scaflet robe. . 
And when they had platted a crown of thorns 
they put it upon his head, and a reed in his 
right hand: and they bowed the knee before 
him, and mocked him, saying, Hail, King of the 
Jews. And they spit upon him, and took the 
reed, and smote him on the head, And after 
that they had mocked him they took the robe 
off from him, and put his own raiment on him, 
and led him away to crucifyhim. Andas they 
came out they found a man of Cyrene, Simon 
by name; him they compelled to bear his cross. 
And when they were come unto a place called 
Golgotha, that is to say, a place of askull, they 
gave him vinegar to drink mingled with gall: 
and when he had tasted thereof, he would not 
drink. And they crucified him, and parted his 
garments, casting lots: that it might be ful- 
filled, which was spoken by the prophet, They 
parted my garments among them, and upon 
my vesture did they cast lots. And sitting 
down they watched him there; and set up over 
his head his accusation written, THIS IS 
JESUS THE KING OF THE JEWS. Then 
were there two thieves crucified with him; one 
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ontheright hand,and another on the left. And 
they that passed by reviled him, wagging their 
heads, and saying, Thou that destroyest the 
temple, and buildest it in three days, save thy- 
self: if thou be the Son of God, come down 
from the cross. Likewise also the chief priests 
mocking him, with the scribes and elders, said, 
He saved others, himself he cannotsave. if he 
be the King of Israel, let him now come down 
from the cross, and we will believe him. He 
trusted in God; let him deliver him now, if he 
will have him: for he said, I am the Son of 
God. The thieves also, which were crucified 
with him, cast the same in his teeth. Now from 
the sixth hour there was darkness over all the 
land untotheninthhour. And about the ninth 
hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, 
Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, 
My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? 
Some of them that stood there, when they heard 
that, said, This man calleth for Elias, And 
straightway oneof themran,and tookaspunge, 
and filled it with vinegar, and put it on 2 reed, 
and gave him to drink. The rest said, Let be, 
let us see whether Elias will come to save him. 
Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud 
voice, yielded up the ghost. And behold, the 
vail of the temple was rent in twain from the 
top to the bottom, and the earth did quake, 
and the rocks rent, and the graves were opened, 
and many bodies of saints which slept arose, 
and came out of the graves after his resurrec- 
tion, and went into the holy city, and appeared 
untomany. Now when the centurion and they 
that were with him, watching Jesus, saw the 
earthquake and those things that were done, 
they feared greatly, saying, Truly this was the 
Son of God.

FOR THE EPISTLE. Isi 63. 1. 

) O is this that cometh from Edom, with 
‘Y dyed garments from Bozrah? this that 

is glorious in his apparel, travelling in the 
greatness of his strength? I that speak in 
righteousness, mighty tosavye. Whereforeart 
thou red in thine apparel, and thy garments 
like him that treadeth in the wine-fat? Ihave 
trodden the wine-press alone, and of the people 
there was none with me: for I will tread them 
in mine anger, and trample them in my fury, 
and their blood shail be sprinkled upon my gar- 
ments, and I will stain all my raiment. For 
the day of vengeance is in mine heart, and the 
year of my redeemed is come. And I looked, 
and there was none to help; and I wondered 
that there was none to uphold: therefore mine 
own arm brought salvation unto me, and my 
fury it upheldme. And I will tread down the 
people in mine anger, and make them drunkin 
my fury, and I will bring down their strength 
to the earth. I will mention the loving-kind- 
nesses of the Lord, and the praises of the Lord, 
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according to all that the Lord hath bestowed 
on us,and the great goodness towards the house 
of Israel, which he hath bestowed on 
according to his mercies, and according to the 
multitude of hisloving-kindnesses. Forhesaid, 
Surely they are my people, children that will 
not lie: so he was their Saviour. In all their 
affliction he was afflicted, and the angel of his 
presence saved them: in his love, and in his 
pity, heredeemed them, and he bare them, and 
carried them all the days of old. But theyre- 
belled, and yexed his Holy Spirit; therefore he 
was turned to be their enemy, and he f.ught 
against them. Then he remembered the days 
of old, Moses and his people, saying, Where is 
he that brought them up out of the sea with 
the shepherd of his flock? where is he that put 
his Holy Spirit within him? that led them by 
the right hand of Moses, with his glorious 
arm, dividing the water before them, to make 
himself an everlasting name? that led them 
through the deep as an horse in the wilderness, 
that they should not stumble? As a beast 
goeth down into the valley, the Spirit of the 
‘Lord caused him to rest: so didst thou lead 
thy people, to make thyself 2 glorious name, 
Look down from heaven, and behold from the 
habitation of thy holiness and of thy glory; 
where is thy zeal and thy strength, the sound- 
ing of thy bowels, and of thy mercies towards 
me? Are they restrained? Doubtless theu 
art our Father, though Abraham be ignorant 
of us, and Israel acknowledge us not: Thou, 
0 Lord, art our Father, our Redeemer, thy 
name is from everlasting. O Lord, why hast 
thou made us to err from thy ways? and 
hardened our heart from thy fear? Return 
for thy servants’ sake, the tribes of. thine 
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inheritance. The people of thy holiness have 
possessed it but a little while: our adversaries 
have trodden down thy sanctuary. We are 
thine: thou never barest rule over them; they 
were not called by thy name. 

THE GOSPEL. St Mark 14, 1. 

FTER two days was the feast of the pass- 
over, and of unleavened bread: and the 

chief priests and the scribes sought how they 
might take him by craft, and put him to 
death. But they said, Not on the feast-day, lest 
there be an uproar of the people. And being 
in Bethany, in the house of Simon the leper, as 
he sat at meat, there came a woman having an 
alabaster box of ointment of spikenard, very 
precious; and she brake the box, and poured 
it on his head. And there were some that had 
indignation within themselves, and said, Why 
was this waste of the ointment made? for it 
might have been sold for more than three hun- 
dred pence, and have been given to the poor: 
and they murmured against her. And Jesus 
said, Let her alone; why trouble ye her? she 
hath wrought a good work on me: for ye have 
the poor with you always, and whensoever ye 
will ye may do them good; but me ye have not 
always. She hath done what she could; sheis 
come aforehand to anoint my body to the bury- 
ing. Verily I say unto you, Wheresoever this 
Gospel shall be preached throughout the whole 
world, this also that she hath done shall be 
spoken of for a memorial of her. And Judas 
Iscariot, one of the twelve, went unto the chief 
priests to betray him unto them. And when 
they heard it they were glad, and promised to 
give him money. And he sought how he might 
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conveniently betray him. And the first day of 
unleavened bread, when they killed the pass- 
over, his disciples said unto him, Where wilt 
thou that we go and prepare, that thou mayest 
eat the passover? And he sendeth forth two of 
his disciples, and saith untothem, Go yeinto the 
city, and there shall meet you a man bearing 
a pitcher of water; follow him: and where- 
soever he shall go in, say ye to the good-man 
of the house, The Master saith, Where is the 
guest-chamber, where I shall eat the passover 
with my disciples? And he will shew you 
a large upper-room furnished and prepared: 
there make ready for us. And his disciples 
went forth, and came into the city, and found 
as he had said unto them: and they made ready 
the passover. And in the evening he cometh 
with the twelve. And as they sat, and did eat, 
Jesus said, Verily I say unto you, One of you 
which eateth with me shall betray me. And 
they began to be sorrowful, and to say unto 
him one by one, Is it 1? and another said, Is it 
I? And he answered and said unto them, It is 
one of the twelve that dippeth with me in the 
dish. The Son of Man indeed goeth, as it is 
written of him: but woe to that man by whom 
the Son of Man is betrayed: good were it for 
that man if he had never been born. And as 
they did eat, Jesus took bread, and blessed, and 
brake it, and gave to them, and said, Take, 
eat: this is my body. And he took the cup, 
and when he had given thanks he gave it to 
them: and they all drank of it. And he said 
unto them, This is my blood of the new testa- 
ment, whichis shedfor many. Verily Isay unto 
you, I will drink no more of the fruit of the vine, 
until that day that I drink it new in the King- 
dom of God. And when they had sung an 
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hymn they went out into the mount of Olives. 
And Jesus saith unto them, All ye shall be 
offended because of me this night: for it is 
written, I will smite the shepherd, and the 
sheep shall bescattered. But, afterthat lam 
risen, I will go before you into Galilee. But 
Peter said unto him, Although all shall be 
offended, yet will not I, And Jesus saith unte 
him, Verily I say unto thee, That this day, 
even in this night, before the cock crow twice, 
thou shalt deny me thrice. But he spake the 
more vehemently, If I should die with thee, I 
will not. deny thee in any wise. Likewise also 
said they all. And they came to a place which 
was named Gethsemane: and he saith to his 
disciples, Sit ye here, while I shall pray. And 
he taketh with him: Peter and James and 
John, and began to be sore amazed, and to be 
very heavy, and saith unto them, My soul is 
exceeding sorrowful unto death; tarry ye here, 
and watch. And he went forward a little, 
and fell on the ground, and prayed that, if 
it were possible, the hour might pass from 
him. And he said, Abba, Father, all things 
are possible unto thee; take away this cup 
from me; nevertheless, not what I will, but 
what thou wilt. And he cometh and findeth 
them sleeping, and saith unto Peter, Simon, 
sleepest thou? couldest not thou watch one 
hour? Watch ye and pray, lest ye enter into 
temptation: the spirit truly is ready, but the 
flesh is weak, And again he went away, and 
prayed, and spake the same words. And when 
he returned he found them asleep again, (for 
their eyes were heavy,) neither wist they what 
to answer him. And he cometh the third 
time, and saith unto them, Sleep on now, and 
take yourrest: itis enough, the hour iscome; 
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behold, the Son of Man is betrayed into the 
hands of sinners. Rise up, let us go; lo, he 
that betrayeth me is at hand. And immedi- 
ately, while he yet spake, cometh Judas, one 
of the twelve, and with him a great multitude 
With swords and staves, from the chief priests 
and the scribes and the elders. And he that 
betrayed him had given them a token, saying, 
Whomsoever i shall kiss, that same is he; take 
him, and lead him away safely. And as soon as 
he was come he goeth straightway to him, and 
saith, Master, master; and kissed him. And 
they laid their hands on him, and took him. 
And one of them that stood by drew a sword, 
and smote a servant of the high priest, and cut 
off his ear. And Jesus answered, and said unto 
them, Are ye come out as against a thief, with 
swords and with staves, to take me? I was daily 
with you in the temple teaching, and ye took 
menot: but the Scriptures must be tulfilled. 
And they all forsook him, and fled. And there 
followed him a certain young man, having a 
linen cloth cast abouthis naked body; and the 
young men laid hold on him: and he left the 
linen cloth, and fled from them naked. And 
they led Jesus away to the high priest: and 
with him were assembled all the chief priests 
and the elders and the scribes. And Peter fol- 
lowed him afar off, even into the palace of the 
high priest; and he sat with the servants, and 
warmed himself at the fire. And the chief 
priests and all the council sought for witness 
against Jesus to put him to death; and found 
none. For many bare false witness against 
him, but their witness agreed not together. 
And there arose certain, and bare false witness 
against him, saying, We heard him say, I will 
destroy this temple that is made with hands, 
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and within three days I will buildanother made 
without hands. But neither so did their wit- 
ness agree together. And the high priest stood 
up in the midst, and asked Jesus, saying, An- 
swerest thou nothing? what is it which these 
witnessagainst thee? Buthe held his peace,and 
answered nothing. Againthehigh priest asked 
him, and said unto him, Art thou the Christ, 
the Son of the Blessed? And Jesus said, lam; 
and ye shall see the Sonof Man sitting on the 
right hand of power, and coming in the clouds 
ofheaven. Thenthehigh priestrenthis clothes, 
and saith, What need weany further witnesses? 
ye have heard the blasphemy: what think ye? 
And they all condemned him to be guilty of 
death. And some began to spit on him, and to 
cover his face, and to buffet him, and to say 
untohim, Prophesy: and theservantsdidstrike 
him with the palms of their hands. And as 
Peter was beneath in the palace there cometh 
one of the maids of the high priest; and when 
shesaw Peter warming himself shelooked upon 
him, and said, And thou also wast with Jesus 
of Nazareth. But he denied, saying, I know 
not, neither understand I what thou sayest. 
And he went out into the porch; and the cock 
crew. Anda maid saw him again, and began 
to say to them that stood by, This is one of 
them. And he denied it again. And a little 
after, they that stood by said again to Peter, 
Surely thou art one of them; for thou arta 
Galilean,andthy speechagreeth thereto. But 
he began to curse and to swear, saying, I know 
not this man of whom ye speak. And the 
second time thecockcrew. And Peterealled to 
mind theword that Jesus said unto him, Before 
the cock erow twice, thou shalt deny me thrice. 
And when he thought thereon, he wept.

THE GOSPEL, St Mark 15. 1. 

ND straightway in the morning the chief 
priests held a consultation with the elders 

and scribes and the whole council, and bound 
Jesus, and carried him away, and delivered 
him to Pilate. And Pilate asked him, Art 
thou the King of the Jews? And he answering 
said unto him, Thou sayest it. And the chief 
priests accused him of many things: but he 
answered nothing. And Pilate asked him 
again, saying, Answerest thou nothing? behold 
how many things they witness against thee. 
But Jesus yetanswered nothing : so that Pilate 
marvelled. Now at that feast he released unto 
them one prisoner, whomsoever they desired. 
And there was one named Barabbas, which lay 
bound with them that had made insurrection 
with him, who had committed murder in the 
insurrection. And the multitude, crying aloud, 
began to desire him to do as he had ever done 
untothem, But Pilateanswered them, saying, 
‘Will ye that I release unto you the King of the 
Jews? For he knew that the chief priests had 
delivered him forenvy. But the chief priests 
moved the people, that he shouldrather release 
Barabbas unto them, And Pilate answered, 
and said again unto them, What will ye then 
that I shall do unto him whom ye call the King 
of the Jews? And they cried out again, Cru- 
cify him, Then Pilate said unto them, Why, 
what evil hath he done? And they cried out 
the more exceedingly, Crucify him. And so 
Pilate, willing to content the people, released 
Barabbas unto them, and delivered Jesus, when 
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he had scourged him, to be crucified. And the 
soldiers led him away into the hall, called Prze- 
torium; and they €all together the whole band. 
And they clothed him with purple, and platted 
a crown of thorns, and put it about his head: 
and began to salute him, Hail, King of the 
Jews. And they smote him on the head with 
areed, and did spit upon him, and bowing their 
knees worshipped him. And when they had 
mocked him, they took off the purplefrom him, 
and put his own clothes on him, and led him 
out to crucify him. And they compel one 
Simon a Cyrenian, who passed by, coming out 
of the country, the father of Alexander and 
Rufus, to bear his cross. And they bring him 
unto the place Golgotha, which is, being inter- 
preted, The place of a skull. And they gave 
him to drink wine mingled with myrrh; but he 
received it not. And when they had crucified 
him they parted his garments, casting lots 
upon them, what every man should take. And 
it was the third hour, and they crucified him. 
And the superscription of his accusation was 
written over, THE KING OF THE JEWS. 
And with him they crucify two thieves, the 
one on his right hand, and the other on his 
left. And the scripture was fulfilled, which 
saith, And he was numbered with the trans- 
gressors. And they that passed by railed on 
him, wagging their heads, and saying, Ah, thou 
that destroyest the temple, and buildest it in 
three days, save thyself, and come down from 
theeross. Likewisealsothechief priests mock- 
ing said among themselves, with the scribes, 
He saved others; himself he cannot save. Let 
Christthe King of Israel descend now from the 
cross, that we may see and believe. And they 
that were crucified with him reviledhim. And 
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when the sixth hour was come, there was dark- 
ness over the whole land until the ninth hour, 
And at the ninth hour Jesus cried with aloud 
voice, saying, Zloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani? 
which is, being interpreted, My God, my God, 
why hast thou forsaken me? And some of 
them that stood by, when they heard it, said, 
Behold, he calleth Elias, And one ran and 
filled a spunge full of vinegar, and put it on a 
reed, and gave him to drink, saying, Let alone; 
let us see whether Elias will come to take him 
down. And Jesus cried with a loud voice, 
and gave up the ghost. And the vail of the 
temple was rent in twain from the top to the 
bottom. And when the centurion, which stood 
over against him, saw that he so cried out, and 
gave up the ghost, he said, Truly this man 
was the Son of God.

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THE EPISTLE. Hebr. 9. 16. 
AY a testament is, there must also of 

necessity be the death of the testator: for 
a testament is of force after men are dead; 
otherwise it is of no strength at all whilst the 
testator liveth. "Whereupon, neither the first 
testament was dedicated without blood: for 
when Moses had spoken every precept to all 
the people, according to the law, he took the 
blood of calves and of goats, with water and 
scarlet wool and hyssop, and sprinkled both 
the book and all the people, saying, This is the 
blood of the testament, which God hath en- 
joined unto you. Moreover, he sprinkled with 
blood both the tabernacle and all the vessels of 
the ministry. And almost all things are by the 
law purged with blood; and without shedding 
of blood is no remission. It was therefore 
necessary that the patterns of things in the 
heavens should be purified with these; but the 
heavenly things themselves with better sacri- 
fices than these. For Christ is not entered 
into the holy places made with hands, which 
are the figures of the true, but into heaven 
itself, now to appear in the presence of God for 
us; nor yet that he should offer himself often, 
as the high priest entereth into the holy piace 
every year with blood of others: for then must 
he often have suffered since the foundation of 
the world; but now once in the end of the 
world hath he appeared to put away sin by the 
sacrifice of himself. And as it is appointed 
unto men once to die, but after this the judge- 
ment: so Christ was once offered to bear the 
sins of many; and unto them that look for 
him shall he appear the second time without 
sin unto salvation. 
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THE GOSPEL. St Luke 22, 1. 

OW the feast of unleavened bread drew 
nigh, which is called the Passover. And 

the chief priests and scribes sought how they 
might kill him; for they feared the people. 
Then entered Satan into Judas surnamed 
Iscariot, being of the number of the twelve. 
And he went his way, and communed with the 
chief priests and captains, howhe might betray 
him unto them. And they were glad, and 
covenanted to give him money. And he pro- 
mised, and sought opportunity to betray him 
unto them in the absence of the multitude. 
Then came the day of unleavened bread, when 
the passover must be killed. And he sent 
Peter and John, saying, Go and prepare us 
the passover, that we may eat. And they said 
unto him, Where wilt thou that we prepare ? 
And he said unto them, Behold, when ye,are 
entered into the city, there shall a man meet 
you, bearing a pitcher of water; follow him 
into the house where he entereth in. And ye 
shall say unto the good-man of the house, The 
Master saith unto thee, Where is the guest- 
chamber, where [I shall eat the passover with 
my disciples? And he shall shew you a large 
upper-roomfurnished; theremakeready. And 
they went, and found as he had said unto them: 
and they made ready the passover. And when 
the hour was come he sat down, and the twelve 
Apostles with him. And he said unto them, 
With desire I have desired to eat this passover 
with you before I suffer: for I say unto you, I 
will not any more eat thereof, until it be ful- 
filled in the Kingdom of God. And he took 
the cup, and gave thanks, and said, Take this, 
and divide it among yourselves. For I say 
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unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the 
vine, until the Kingdom of God shall come. 
And he took bread, and gave thanks, and brake 
it, and gave unto them, saying, This is my 
body, which is given for you: this do in re- 
membrance of me. Likewise also the cup after 
supper, saying, This cup is the new testament 
in my blood, which is shed for you. But 
behold, the hand of him that betrayeth me is 
with me on the table. And truly the Son of 
Man goeth as it was determined; but woe unto 
that man by whom he is betrayed. And they 
began to inquire among themselves, which of 
them it was that should do this thing. And 
there was also a strife among them, which of 
them should be accounted the greatest. And 
he said unto them, The kings of the Gentiles 
exercise lordship over them, and they that 
exercise authority upon them are called bene- 
factors. But ye shall not be so: but he that 
is greatest among you, let him be as the 
younger; and he that is chief, as he that doth 
serve, For whether is greater, he that sitteth 
at meat, or he that serveth? is not he that 
sitteth at meat? but I am among you as he 
thatserveth. Yearethey whichhave continued 
withmeinmytemptations. And Iappointunto 
you a kingdom, as my Father hath appointed 
unto me; that ye may eat and drink at my 
table in my kingdom, and sit on thrones, judg- 
ing the twelve tribes of Israel. Andthe Lord 
said, Simon, Simon, behold, Satan hath desired 
to have you, that he may sift you as wheat: 
but I have prayed for thee, that thy faith fail 
nots; and when thou art converted, strengthen 
thy brethren. And he said unto him, Lord, I 
am ready to go with thee both into prison and 
to death. And he said, I tell thee, Peter, the 
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cock shall not crow this day, before that thou 
shalt thrice deny that thou knowestme. And 
he said unto them, When I sent you without 
purse, and scrip, and shoes, lacked ye any 
thing? And they said, Nothing. Then said 
he unto them, But now, he that hath a purse, 
let him take it, and likewise his scrip: and he 
that hath no sword, let him sell his garment, 
and buy one. For I say unto you, That this 
that is written must yet be accomplishedin me, 
Andhe was reckoned among thetransgressors: 
for thethings concerning me have anend. And 
they said, Lord, behold, here are two swords, 
And he said unto them, Itisenough. And he 
came out, and went, as he was wont, to the 
mount of Olives, and his disciples also followed 
him. And when he was at the place, he said 
unto them, Pray, that ye enter not into temp- 
tation. And he was withdrawn from them 
about a stone’s cast, and kneeled down and 
prayed, saying, Father, if thou be willing, re- 
move this cup from me: nevertheless, not my 
will, but thine be done. And there appeared 
an angel unto him from heaven, strengthening 
him. And being in an agony, he prayed more 
earnestly; and his sweat was as it were great 
drops of blood falling down to the ground. And 
when he rose up from prayer, and was come to 
his disciples, hefoundthemsleeping for sorrow, 
and said unto them, Why sleep ye? rise and 
pray, lestyeenterintotemptation. And while 
he yet spake, behold, a multitude, and he that 
was Called Judas, one of the twelve, went be- 
fore them, and drew near unto Jesus to kiss 
him. ButJesussaid unto him, Judas, betrayest 
thou the Son of Man with a kiss? When they 
who were about him saw what would follow, 
they said unto him, Lord, shall we smite with 
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the sword? And one of them smote the ser- 
vant of the high priest, and cut off his right 
ear. And Jesus answered and said, Suffer ye 
thus far. Andhe touched his ear, and healed 
him. Then Jesus said unto the chief priests, 
and captains of the temple, and the elders who 
were come to him, Be ye come out as against 
a thief, with swords and staves? When I was 
daily with you in the temple, ye stretched forth 
no hands against me: but this is your hour, 
and the power of darkness. Then took they 
him, and ied him, and brought him into the 
high priest’s house: and Peter followed afar 
off. And when they had kindled a fire in the 
midst of the hall, and were set down together, 
Peter sat down among them. Buta certain 
maid beheld him, as he sat by the fire, and 
earnestly looked upon him, and said, This man 
was also with him. Andhe denied him, saying, 
Woman, I know him not. And after a little 
while another saw him, and said, Thou art also 
ofthem. And Peter said, Man,l am not. And 
about the space of one hour after, another 
confidently affirmed, saying,'Of a truth this 
fellow also was with him; for heis a Galilean, 
And Peter said, Man, I know not what thou 
sayest. And immediately, while he yet spake, 
the cock crew. And the Lord turned, and 
looked upon Peter; and Peter remembered 
the word of the Lord, how he had said unto 
him, Before the cock crow, thou shalt deny 
me thrice. And Peter went out, and wept 
bitterly. And the men that held Jesus mocked 
him, and smote him, And when they had 
blindfolded him, they struck him on the face, 
and asked him, saying, Prophesy, who is it 
that smote thee? And many other things 
blasphemously spake they against him, And 
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as soon as it was day, the elders of the people 
and the chief priests and the scribes came to- 
gether, and led him into their council, saying, 
Art thou the Christ? tell us. And he said 
unto them, If I tell you, ye will not believe: 
and if I also ask you, ye will not answer me. 
nor let me go. Hereafter shall the Son of 
Man sit on the right hand of the power of 
God. Then said they all, Art thou then the 
Son of God? And he said unto them, Ye 
say thatIlam. And they said, What need we 
any further witness? for we ourselves have 
heard of his own mouth.

THE EPISTLE. 1 Cor. 11. 17. 

“TN this that I declare unto you, I praise you 
not; that ye come together not for the 

better, but for the worse. for first of all, 
when ye come together in the church, I hear 
that there be divisions among you, and I partly 
believe it. For there must be also heresies 
among you, that they who are approved may 
be made manifest among you. When ye come 
together therefore into one place, this is not 
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to eat the Lord’s supper: for in eating every 
one taketh before other his own supper; and 
one is hungry, and another is drunken, What, 
have ye not houses to eat and to drink in? or 
despise ye the church of God, and shame them 
that have not? What shall I say to your 
shall I praise you in this? I praise you not. 
For I have received of the Lord that which 
also I delivered unto you, That the Lord 
Jesus, the same night in which he was 
betrayed, took bread; and when he had given 
thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat; this 
is my body, which is broken for you: this 
do in remembrance of me. After the same 
manner also he took the cup, when he had 
supped, saying, This cup is the new testament 
in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, 
in remembrance of me. For as often as ye 
eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew 
the Lord’s death till he come. Wherefore, 
whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this 
cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty 
of the body and blood of the Lord. But let 
a man examine himself, and so let him eat of 
that bread, and drink of that cup. For he 
that eateth and drinketh unworthily eateth 
and drinketh condemnation to himself, not 
discerning the Lord’s body. For this cause 
many are weak and sickly among you, and 
many sleep. For if we would judge ourselves, 
we should not be judged. But when we are 
judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that 
we should not be condemned with the world. 
Wherefore, my brethren, when ye come to- 
gether to eat, tarry one for another. And if 
any man hunger, let him eat at home; that 
ye come not together unto condemnation. 
And the rest will I set in order when I come. 
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THE GOSPEL. St Luke 23. 1. 

Kate whole multitude of them arose, and 
led him unto Pilate. And they began to 

accuse him, saying, We found this fellow 
perverting the nation, and forbidding to give 
tribute to Cesar, saying, That he himself is 
Christa King. And Pilate asked him, saying, 
Art thou the King of the Jews? And he 
answered him, and said, Thou sayestit. Then 
said Pilate to the chief priests and to the 
people, I find no fault in this man. And they 
were the more fierce, saying, He stirreth up 
the people, teaching throughout all Jewry, 
beginning from Galilee to this place. When 
Pilate heard of Galilee, he asked whether the 
man were a Galilean. And as soon as he 
knew that he belonged unto Herod’s juris- 
diction, he sent him to Herod, who himself 
was also at Jerusalem atthattime. And when 
Herod saw Jesus he was exceeding glad; for 
he was desirous to see him of a long season, 
because he had heard many things of him; 
and he hoped to have seen some miracle 
done by him. Then he questioned with him 
in many words; but heanswered him nothing. 
And the chief priests and scribes stood and 
vehemently aceused him. And Herod with 
his men of war set him at nought, and mocked 
him, and arrayed him in a gorgeous robe, and 
sent him again to Pilate. And the same day 
Pilate and Herod were made friends together; 
for before they were at enmity between them- 
selves. And Pilate, when he had ealled to- 
gether the chief priests and the rulers and 
the people, said unto them, Ye have brought 
this man unto me, as one that perverteth the 
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people: and behold, I, having examined him 
before you, have found no fault in this man 
touching those things whereof ye accuse him: 
No, nor yet Herod: for I sent you to him; and 
lo, nothing worthy of death is done unto him. 
I will therefore chastise him, and release him. 
For of necessity he must release one unto 
them at the feast. And they cried out all at 
once, saying, Away with this man, and release 
unto us Barabbas: (who for a certain sedition 
made in the city, and for murder, was cast into 
prison.) Pilate therefore, willing to release 
Jesus, spake again to them. But they cried, 
saying, Crucify him, crucify him. And he 
said unto them the third time, Why, what 
evil hath he done? I have found no cause of 
death in him: I will therefore chastise him, 
and let him go. And they were instant with 
loud voices, requiring that he might be cruci- 
fied : and the voices of them and of the chief 
priests prevailed. And Pilate gave sentence 
that it should be as they required. And he 
released unto them him that for sedition and 
murder was cast into prison, whom they had 
desired; but he delivered Jesus to their will. 
And as they led him away, they laid hold upon 
one Simon a Cyrenian, coming out of the 
country, and on him they laid the cross, that 
he might bear it after Jesus. And there fol- 
lowed him a great company of people, and of 
women, which also bewailed and lamented 
him. But Jesus, turning unto them, said, 
Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for me, but 
weep for yourselves, and for your children. For 
behold, the days are coming, in the which they 
shall say, Blessed are the barren, and the 
wombs that never bare, and the paps which 
never gave suck. Then shall they begin to say 
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to the mountains, Fallon us; and to the hills, 
Cover us. For if they do these things in a 
green tree, what shall be done in the dry? 
And there were also two other, malefactors, 
led with him to be put to death. And when 
they were come to the place which is called 
Calvary, there they crucified him; and the 
malefactors, one on the right hand, and the 
other on the left. Then said Jesus, Father, 
forgive them, for they know not what they do. 
And they parted his raiment, and cast lots, 
And the people stood beholding; and the 
rulers also with them derided him, saying, 
He saved others; let him save himself, if he 
be Christ, the chosen of God. And the soldiers 
also mocked him, coming to him, and offering 
him vinegar, and saying, If thou be the King 
of the Jews, save thyself. Anda superscription 
also was written over him in letters of Greek, 
and Latin, and Hebrew, THIS IS THE 
KING OF THE JEWS. And one of the 
maletactors, which were hanged, railed on him, 
saying, If thou be Christ, save thyself and us. 
But the other answering rebuked him, saying, 
Dost not thou fear God, seeing thou art in 
the same condemnation? And we indeed 
justly ; for we receive the due reward of our 
deeds; but this man hath done nothing amiss. 
And he said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me 
when thou comest into thy kingdom. And 
Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, 
To-day shalt thou be with me in paradise. 
And it was about the sixth hour: and there 
was a darkness over all the earth until the 
ninth hour. And the sun was darkened, and 
the vail of the temple was rent in the midst. 
And when Jesus had cried with a loud voice, 
he said, Father, into thy hands I commend 
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my spirit: and having said thus, he gave up 

the ghost. Now when the centurion saw 

what was done, he glorified God, saying, 

Certainly this was a righteous man, And all 

the people that came together to that sight, 

beholding the things that were done, smote 

their breasts and returned. And all his ac- 

quaintance, and the women that followed 

him from Galilee, stood afar off, beholding 
these things.

Christ our Lord; who liveth and reigneth with 
thee and the Holy Spirit, one God, world 
without end. Amen. 
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THE EPISTLE, Hebr. 10, 1. 
HE law having a shadow of good things 
to come, and not the very image of the 

things, can never with those sacrifices, which 
they offered year by year continually, make 
the comers thereunto perfect: forthen would 
they not have ceased to be offered? because 
that the worshippers once purged should have 
had no more conscience of sins. But in those 
sacrifices there is a remembrance again made 
of sins every year. For it is not possible that 
the blood of bulls and of goats should take 
away sins. Wherefore, when he cometh into 
the world, he saith, Sacrifice and offering thou 
wouldest not, but a body hast thou prepared 
me: in burnt-offerings and sacrifices for sin 
thou hast had no pleasure: then said I, Lo, 
I come (in the volume of the book itis written 
of me) to do thy will, 0 God. Above when 
he said, Sacrifice and offering and burnt- 
offerings and offering for sin thou wouldest 
not, neither hadst pleasure therein, (which 
are offered by the law;) then said he, Lo, i 
come to do thy will, O God: he taketh away 
the first, that he may establish the second. 
By the which will we are sanctified, through 
the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once 
for all. And every priest standeth daily min- 
istering, and offering oftentimes the same 
sacrifices, which can never take away sins. 
But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice 
for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand 
of God; from henceforth expecting till his 
enemies be made his foot-stool. For by one 
offering he hath perfected for ever them that 
are sanctified. Whereof the Holy Ghost also 
is a witness to us: for after that he had said 
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before, This is the covenant that I will make 
with them after those days, saith the Lord, 
I will put my laws into their hearts, and in 
their minds will I write them; and their sins 
and iniquities will [remember no more. Now 
where remission of these is, there is no more 
offering for sin, Having therefore, brethren, 
boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood 
of Jesus, by a new and living way, which he 
hath consecrated for us, through the vail, that 
is to say, his flesh; and having an High Priest 
over the house of God: let us draw near with 
a true heart, in full assurance of faith, having 
our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, 
and our bodies washed with pure water. Let 
us hold fast the profession of our faith without 
wavering’; (for he is faithful that promised ;) 
and let us consider one another to provoke 
unto love, and to good works; not forsaking 
the assembling of ourselves together, as the 
manner of some is; but exhorting one another: 
and so much the more, as ye see the day 
approaching. 

THE GOSPEL. St John 19, 1. 

ILATE therefore took Jesus, and scourged 
him. And the soldiers platted a crown of 

thorns, and put it on his head, and they put 
on him a purple robe, and said, Hail, King of 
the Jews: and they smote him with their 
hands. Pilate therefore went forth again, 
and saith unto them, Behold, I bring him 
forth to you, that ye may know that I find 
no fault in him. Then came Jesus forth, 
wearing the crown of thorns, and the purple 
robe. Aud Pilate saith unto them, Behold 
the man! When the chief priests therefore 
and officers saw him, they cried out, saying, 
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Orucify him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto 
them, Take ye him, and crucify him: for I find 
no fault in him. The Jews answered him, 
We have a law, and by our law he ought to 
die, because he made himself the Son of God. 
When Pilate therefore heard that saying, he 
was the more afraid; and went again into the 
judgement-hall, and saith unto Jesus, Whence 
art thou? But Jesus gave him no answer. 
Then saith Pilate unto him, Speakest thou 
not unto me? knowest thou not that I have 
power to crucify thee, and have power to 
release thee? Jesus answered, Thou couldest 
have no power at all against me, except it 
were given thee from above: therefore he that 
delivered me unto thee hath the greater sin. 
And from thenceforth Pilate sought to release 
him: but the Jews cried out, saying, If thou 
let this man go, thou art not Cesar’s friend: 
whosoever maketh himself a king speaketh 
against Cesar. When Pilate therefore heard 
that saying, he brought Jesus forth, and sat 
down in the judgement-seat, in a place that 
is called the Pavement, but in the Hebrew, 
Gabbatha. And it was the preparation of the 
passover, and about the sixth hour: and he 
saith unto the Jews, Behold your King! But 
they cried out, Away with him, away with 
him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto them, 
Shall I crucify your King? The chief priests 
answered, We have no king but Cesar. Then 
delivered he him therefore unto them to be 
crucified: and they took Jesus, and led him 
away. And he, bearing his cross, went forth 
into a place called the place of a skull, which 
is called in the Hebrew, Golgotha: where 
they crucified him, and two other with him, 
on either side one, and Jesus in the midst. 
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And Pilate wrote a title, and put it on the 
cross; and the writing was, JESUS OF 
NAZARETH THE KING OF THE JEWS. 
This title then read many of the Jews: for 
the place where Jesus was crucified was nigh 
to the city: and it was written in Hebrew. 
and Greek, and Latin. Then said the chief 
priests of the Jews to Pilate, Write not, The 
King of the Jews; but that he said, I am the 
King of the Jews. Pilate answered, What 
I have written, I have written. Then the 
soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took 
his garments, and made four parts, to every 
soldier a parts; and also his coat: now the 
coat was without seam, woven from the top 
throughout, They said therefore among them- 
selves, Let us not rend it, but cast lots for i 
whose it shall be: that the Scripture migh’ 
be fulfilled, which saith, They parted my 
raiment among them, and for my vesture they 
did cast lots. These things therefore the 
soldiers did. Now there stood by the cross 
of Jesus, his mother, and his mother’s sister, 
Mary the wife of Cleophas, and Mary Magda- 
Iene. When Jesus therefore saw his mother, 
and the disciple standing by, whom he loved, 
he saith unto his mother, Woman, behold thy 
son. Then saith he to the disciple, Behold 
thy mother. And from that hour that dis- 
ciple took her unto hisown home. After this, 
Jesus, knowing that all things were now 
accomplished, that the Scripture might be 
fulfilled, saith, I thirst. Now there was set a 
vessel full of vinegar: and they filled a spunge 
with vinegar, and put it upon hyssop, and put 
it to his mouth. When Jesus therefore had 
received the vinegar, he said, It is finished: 
and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost, 
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The Jews therefore, because it was the pre- 
paration, that the bodies should not remain 
upon the cross on the sabbath-day, (for that 
sabbath-day was an high day,) besought Pilate 
that their legs might be broken, and that 
they might be taken away. Then came the 
soldiers, and brake the legs of the first, and 
of the other which was crucified with him. 
But when they came to Jesus, and saw that 
he was dead already, they brake not his legs. 
But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced 
his side, and forthwith came there out blood 
and water. And he that saw it bare record, 
and his record is true: and he knoweth that 
he saith true, that ye might believe. For these 
things were done that the Scripture should 
be fulfilled, A bone of him shall not be broken. 
And again another Scripture saith, They shall 
look on him whom they pierced.

RANT, O Lord, that as we are baptized

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THE EPISTLE, 1 St Peter 3. 17. 

yA is better, if the will of God be so, that 
ye suffer for well-doing, than for evil- 

doing. For Christ also hath once suffered for 
sins, the just for the unjust, that he might 
bring us to God, being put to death in the 
flesh, but quickened by the Spirit: by which 
also he went and preached unto the spirits 
in prison; which sometime were disobedient, 
when onee the long-suffering of God waited in 
the days of Noah, while the ark was a prepar- 
ing; wherein few, that is, eight souls, were 
saved by water. The like figure whereunto, 
even baptism, doth also now save us, (not the 
putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the 
answer of a good conscience towards God,) by 
the resurrection of Jesus Christ: who is gone 
into heaven, and is on the right hand of God, 
angels and authorities and powers being made 
subject unto him. 

THE GOSPEL. St Matth. 27. 57, 

HEN the even was come, there came @ 
rich man of Arimathza, named Joseph, 

who also himself was Jesus’ disciple. He 
went to Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus. 
Then Pilate commanded the body to be de- 
livered. And when Joseph had taken the 
body, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, and 
laid it in his own new tomb, which he had 
hewn out in the rock; and he rolled a great 
stone to the door of the sepulchre, and de- 
parted, And there was Mary Magdalene, and 
the other Mary, sitting over against the 
sepulchre. Now the next day, that followed 
the day of the preparation, the chief priests 
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and Pharisees came together unto Pilate, 
saying, Sir, we remember that that deceiver 
said, while he was yet alive, After three days 
I will rise again. Command therefore that 
the sepuichre be made sure until the third 
day, lest his disciples come by night and steal 
him away, and say unto the people, He is 
risen from the dead: so the last error shall 
be worse than the first. Pilate said unto 
them, Ye have a watch; go your way, make 
it as sure as you can. So they went and 
made the sepulchre sure, sealing the stone, 
and setting a watch.

Acts 10, 34 
acu opened his mouth, and said, Of a 

truth I perceive that God is no respecter 

of persons; but in every nation he that feareth 
him, and worketh righteousness, is accepted 
with him. The word which God sent unto 
the children of Israel, preaching peace by 
Jesus Christ; (he is Lord of all;) that word, 

I say, ye know, which was published through- 
out all Judza, and began from Galilee, after 

the baptism which John preached: how God 
anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy 
Ghost, and with power; who went about doing 

good, and healing all that were oppressed of 

the devil: for God was with him. And we are 
witnessesof all things which he did, both in the 
land of the Jews,andin Jerusalem; whom they 
slew, and hanged on a tree: him God raised 
up the third day, and shewed him openly; not 
to all the people, but unto witnesses chosen 
before of God, even to us, who did eat and 
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drink with him after he rose from the dead. 
And he commanded us to preach unto the 
people, and to testify that it is he who was 
ordained of God toe be the Judge of quick and 
dead. To him give all the prophets witness, 
that through his name whosoever believeth 
in him shall receive remission of sins. 

THE GOSPEL. St Luke 24. 13. 

EHOLD, two of his disciples went that 
same day to a village called Emmaus, 

which was from Jerusalem about threescore 
furlongs. And they talked together of all 
these things which had happened. And it 
came to pass, that while they communed to- 
gether, and reasoned, Jesus himself drew near, 
and went with them. But their eyes were 
holden, that they should not know him. And 
he said unto them, What manner of com- 
munications are these that ye have one to 
another, as ye walk, and are sad? And the 
one of them, whose name was Cleopas, answer- 
ing said unto him, Art thou only a stranger 
in Jerusalem, and hast not known the things 
which are come to pass there in these days? 
And he said unto them, What things? And 
they said unto him, Concerning Jesus of Naza- 
reth, who was a prophet mighty in deed and 
word, before God and all the people: and how 
the chief priests and our rulers delivered him 
to be condemned to death, and have crucified 
him.

which said that he was alive. And certain of 
them which were with us went to the sepul- 
chre, and found it even so as the women had 
said; but him they saw not. Then he said 
unto them, O fools, and slow of heart to believe 
all that the prophets have spoken: ought not 
Christ to have suffered these things, and to 
enter intohis glory? And beginning at Moses, 
and all the prophets, he expounded unto them 
in all the Scriptures the things concerning 
himself. And they drew nigh unto the village 
whither they went; and he made as though 
he would have gone further: but they con- 
strained him, saying, Abide with us: for it is 
towards evening, and the day is far spent. 
And he went in to tarry with them. And it 
came to pass, as he sat at meat with them, he. 
took bread, and blessed it, and brake, and 
gave to them. And their eyes were opened, 
and they knew him; and he vanished out of 
their sight. And they said one to another, 
Did not our heart burn within us, while he 
talked with us by the way, and while he opened 
to us the Scriptures? And they rose up the 
same hour, and returned to Jerusalem, and 
found the eleven gathered together, and them 
that were with them, saying, The Lord is 
risen indeed, and hath appeared to Simon, 
And they told what things were done in the 
way, and how he was known of them in break- 
ing of bread.

For they that dwell at Jerusa- 
lem, and their rulers, because they knew him 
not, nor yet the voices of the prophets which 
are read every sabbath-day, they have fulfilled 
them in condemning him. And though they 
found no cause of death in him, yet desired 
they Pilate that he should be slain. And 
when they had fulfilled all that was written of 
him, they took him down from the tree, and 
laid him ina sepulchre. But God raised him 
from the dead: and he was seen many days of 
them which came up with him from Galilee to 
Jerusalem, who are his witnesses unto the 
people.

to corruption, he said on this wise, I will give 
you the sure mercies of David. Wherefore 
he saith also in another psalm, Thou shalt 
not suffer thine Holy One to see corruption. 
For David, after he had served his own genera- 
tion by the will of God, fell on sleep, and was 
laid unto his fathers, and saw corruption: but 
he whom God raised again saw no corruption. 
Be it known unto you therefore, men and bre- 
thren, that through this man is preached unto 
you the forgiveness of sins: and by him all 
that believe are justified from all things, from 
which ye could not be justified by the law of 
Moses. Beware therefore, lest that come upon 
you which is spoken of in the prophets; Be- 
hold, ye despisers, and wonder, and perish: 
for 1 work a work in your days, a work which 
ye shall in no wise believe, though a man de- 
clare it unto you. 

THE GOSPEL, St Luke 24, 36. 

ESUS himself stood in the midst of them, 
and saith unto them, Peace be unto you. 

But they were terrified and affrighted, and 
supposed that they had seen a spirit. And he 
said unto them, Why are ye troubled, and 
why do thoughts arise in your hearts? Behold 
my hands and my feet, that it is I myself:

HATSOEVER is born of God overcometh

This 
is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus 
Christ; not by water only, but by water and 
blood: and it is the Spirit that beareth witness, 
becanse the Spirit is truth. For there are 
three that bear record in heaven, the Father,

the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these 
three are one. And there are three that 
bear witness in earth, the spirit, and the 
water, and the blood: and these three agree 
in one. If we receive the witness of men, the 
witness of God is greater: for this is the 
witness of God, which he hath testified of his 
Son. He that believeth on the Son of God 
hath the witness in himself: he that believeth 
not God hath made him a liar, because he 
believeth not the record that God gave of his 
Son. And this is the record, that God hath 
given to us eternal life; and this life is in his 
Son.

For what glory is it, if, when ye 
be buffeted for your faults, ye shall take it 
patiently ? but if, when ye do well, and suffer 
for it, ye take it patiently; this is acceptable 
with God. For even hereunto were ye called:

But he that is an hireling, and not the shep- 
herd, whose own the sheep are not, seeth the 
wolf coming, and leaveth the sheep, and fleeth; 
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and the wolf catcheth them, and scattereth the 
sheep. The hireling fleeth, because he is an 
hireling, and careth not for the sheep. Lam 
the good shepherd, and know my sheep, and 
am known of mine. As the Father knoweth 
me, even so know I the Father; and I lay 
down my life for the sheep.

of foolish men: as free, and not using your 
liberty for a cloke of maliciousness; but as the 
servants of God. Honour all men. Love the 
brotherhood. Fear God. Honour the king. 

THE GOSPEL. St John 16. 16. 

ESUS said to his disciples, A little while 
and ye shall not see me; and again a little 

while and ye shall see me; because I go to the 
Father. Then said some of his disciples among 
themselves, What is this that he saith unto 
us, A little while and ye shali not see me; and 
again a little while and ye shall see me; and, 
Because I go to the Father? They said there- 
fore, What is this that he saith, A little while? 
we cannot tell what he saith. Now Jesus knew 
that they were desirous to ask him, and said 
unto them, Do ye inquire among yourselves 
of that I said, A little while and ye shall not 
see me; and again a little while and ye shall 
see me? Verily, verily I say unto you, that 
ye shall weep and lament, but the world shall 
rejoice: and ye shall be sorrowful, but your 
sorrow shall be turned into joy.

But ye shall receive power after 
that the Holy Ghost is come upon you; and ye 
shall be witnesses unto me, both in Jerusalem, 
and in all Juda, and in Samaria, and unto the 
uttermost part of the earth. And when he 
had spoken these things, while they beheld, he 
was taken up, and a cloud received him out of 
their sight. And while they looked stedfastly 
toward heaven, as he went up, behold, two men 
stood by them in white apparel; which also 
said, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing 
up into heaven? This same Jesus, which is 
taken up from you into heaven, shall so come, 
in like manner as ye have seen him go into 
heaven.

And there appeared unto them cloven 
tongues, like as of fire, and it sat upon each 
of them: and they were all filled with the 
Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other 
tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. 
And there were dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, 
devout men, out of every nation under heaven, 
Now when this was noised abroad, the mul- 
titude came together, and were confounded, 
because that every man heard them speak in 
his own language.

nwo said unto his disciples, If ye love 
me, keep my commandments.

ever; even the Spirit of truth, whom the

world cannot receive, because it seeth him 

not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; 

for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. 

I will not leave you comfortless; I will come 

to you. Yet a little while, and the world 

seeth me no more; but ye see me: because I 

live, ye shall live also. At that day ye shall 

know that Iam in my Father, and ye in me, 

and I in you. He that hath my command- 

ments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth 

me; and he that loveth me shall be loved of 

my Father, and I will love him, and will 

manifest myself to him.

He 

that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: 

and the word which ye hear is not mine, but 

the Father’s which sent me. These things 

have I spoken unto you, being yet present 

with you. But the Comforter, which is the 

Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my 

name, he shall teach you all things, and bring 

all things to your remembrance, whatsoever 

T havesaid unto you. Peace I leave with you, 

my peace I give unto you: not as the world 

giveth, give I unto you. Let not your heart 

be troubled, neither let it be afraid. Ye have 

heard how I said unto you, I go away, and 

ecomeagainuntoyou. Ifye loved me, ye would 

rejoice, because I said, I go unto the Father: 

for my Father is greater than I. And now I 

have told you before it come to pass, that, 

when it is come to pass, ye might believe. 

Hereafter I will not talk much with you: for 
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the prince of this world cometh, and hath 
nothingin me. But that the world may know 
that I love the Father; and as the Father 
gave Me commandment, even so I do.

The word which God 
sent unto the children of Israel, preaching 
peace by Jesus Christ; (he is Lord of all;) that 
word, I say, ye know, which was published 
throughout all Judza, and began from Galilee, 
after the baptism which John preached: how 
God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy 
Ghost, and with power: who wentabout doing 
good, and healing all that were oppressed of 
the devil: for God was withhim. And we are 
Witnesses of all things which he did, both in 
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theland of the Jews, andin Jerusalem; whom 

they slew, and hanged on a tree: him God 

raised up the third day, and shewed him 

openly: not to all the people, but unto wit- 

nesses chosen before of God, even to us, who 

did eat and drink with him after he rose from 

the dead. And he commanded us to preach 

unto the people, and to testify that it is he 

which was ordained of God to be the Judge of 

quick and dead. To him give all the prophets 

witness, that through his name whosoever 

believeth in him shall receive remission of 

sins. While Peter yet spake these words, the 

Holy Ghost fell on all them which heard the 

word. And they of the circumcision which 

believed were astonished, as many as came 

with Peter, because that on the Gentiles also 

was poured out the gift of the Holy Ghost. 

For they heard them speak with tongues, and 

magnify God. Then answered Peter, Can any 

man forbid water, that these should not be 

paptized, which have received the Holy Ghost 

as wellas we? And he commanded them to 

be baptized in the name of the Lord. Then 

prayed they him to tarry certain days. 

THE GOSPEL. St John 3. 16. 

is so loved the world, that he gave his 

only-begotten Son, that whosoever be- 

lieveth in him should not perish, but have 

everlasting life. For God sent not his Son 

into the world to condemn the world, but 

that the world through him might be saved. 

He that believeth on him is not condemned : 

but he that believeth not is condemned. al- 

ready; because he hath not believed in the

name of the only-begotten Son of God. And 
this is the condemnation, that light is come 
into the world, and men loved darkness rather 
than light, because their deeds were eyil. 
For every one that doeth evil hateth the 
light, neither cometh to the light, lest his 
deeds should be reproved. But he that doeth 
truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may 
be made manifest, that they are wrought in 
God.

same is a thief and a robber. But he that 
entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the 
sheep: to him the porter openeth; and the 
sheep hear his voice, and he calleth his own 
sheep by name, and leadeth them out. And, 
when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth 
before them, and the sheep follow him; for 
they know his voice. And a stranger will 
they not follow; but will flee from him; for 
they know not the voice of strangers. This 
parable spake Jesus unto them: but they un- 
derstood not what things they were which he 
spake untothem. Then said Jesus unto them 
again; Verily, verily I say unto you, I am 
the door of the sheep. All that ever came 
before me are thieves and robbers; but the 
sheep did not hear them. Iam the door; by 
me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and 
shall go in and out, and find pasture. The 
thief cometh not but for to steal, and to kill, 
and to destroy: I am come that they might 
have life, and that they might have it more 
abundantly.

FOR THE EPISTLE. Rey. 4. 1. 

ETER this I looked, and behold, a door 
was opened in heaven : and the first voice 

which I heard was as it were of a trumpet 
talking with me; which said, Come up hither, 
and I will shew thee things which must be 
hereafter. And immediately I was in the 
Spirit; and behold, a throne was set in heaven, 
and one sat on the throne: and he that sat 
was to look upon like a jasper and a sardine 
stone: and there was a rainbow round about 
the throne, in sight like unto an emerald. 
And round about the throne were four and 
twenty seats; and upon the seats I saw four 
and twenty elders sitting, clothed in white 
raiment; and they had on their heads crowns 
of gold: and out of the throne proceeded 
lightnings and thunderings and voices. And 
there were seven lamps of fire burning before 
the throne, which are the seven spirits of God. 
And before the throne there was a sea of glass 
like unto crystal: and in the midst of the 
throne, and round about the throne, were 
four living creatures full of eyes before and 
behind. And the first creature was like a 
lion, and the second creature like a ealf, and 
the third creature had a face as a man, and 
the fourth creature was like a flying eagle. 
And the four living creatures had each of 
them six wings about him; and they were full 
of eyes within: and they rest not day and night, 
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TRINITY SUNDAY 
saying, Holy, holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, 
which was, and is, andis to come. And when 
the living creatures give glory and honour 
and thanks to him that sat on the throne, who 
liveth for ever and ever, the four' and twenty 
elders fall down before him that sat on the 
throne, and worship him that liveth for ever 
and ever, and cast their crowns before the 
throne, saying, Thou art worthy, O Lord, to 
receive glory and honour and power; for thou 
hast created all things, and for thy pleasure 
they are, and were created. 

THE GOSPEL. St John 3. 1. 

RE was a man of the Pharisees, named 
Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews: the same 

came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, 
Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher 
come from God: for no man can do these 
miracles that thou doest, except God be with 
him. Jesus answered and said unto him, 
Verily, verily I say unto thee, Except a man 
be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of 
God. Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a 
man be born when he is old? can he enter 
the second time into his mother’s womb, and 
be born? Jesus answered, Verily, verily I say 
unto thee, Except a man be born of water 
and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the 
kingdom of God. That which is born of the 
flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the 
Spirit is spirit. Marvel not that I said unto 
thee, Ye must be born again. The wind 
bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the 
sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it 
cometh, and whither it goeth; so is every one 
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FIRST SUNDAY AFTER TRINITY 

that is born of the Spirit. Nicodemus an- 
swered and said unto him, How can these 
thingsbe? Jesusanswered and said unto him, 
Art thou a master of Israel, and knowest not 
these things? Verily, verily I say unto thee 
We speak that we do know, and testify that 
we have seen: and ye receive not our witness. 
If I have told you earthly things, and ye 
believe not; how shall ye believe, if I tell 
you of heavenly things? And no man hath 
ascended up to heaven, but he that came down 
from heaven, even the Son of man, who is in 
heaven. And as Moses lifted up the serpent 
in the wilderness, even so must the Son of 
man be lifted up: that whosoever believeth in 
him should not perish, but have eternal life. 

THE FIRST SUNDAY AFTER TRINITY

GOD, the strength of all them that put 
their trust in thee, mercifully accept our

THE EPISTLE. 1 St John 4 7. 

ELOVED, let us love one another: for 
love is of God, and every one that loveth 

is born of God, and knoweth God. He that 
loveth not knoweth not Gods for God is love. 
In this was manifested the love of God 
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FIRST SUNDAY AFTER TRINITY 
towards us, because that God sent his only- 
begotten Son into the world, that we might 
live through him, Herein is love, not that we 
loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his 
Son to be the propitiation for our sins. Be- 
loved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love 
one another. No man hath seen God at any 
time. If we love one another, God dwelleth 
in us, and his love is perfectedin us. Hereby 
know we that we dwell in him, and he in us; 
because he hath given us of his Spirit. And 
we have seen, and do testify, that the Father 
sent the Son to be the Saviour of the world. 
Whosoever shail confess that Jesus is the Son 
of God, God dwelleth in him, and he in God. 
And we have known and believed the love 
that God hath to us. God is love; and he 
that dwelieth in love dwelleth in God, and 
Godinhim. Herein is our love made perfect, 
that we may have boldness in the day of 
judgement; because as he is, so are we in this 
world. There is no fear in love; but perfect 
love casteth out fear; because fear hath tor- 
ment: he that feareth is not made perfect in 
love. We love him, because he first loved us. 
If a man say, I Jove God, and hateth his 
brother, he is a liar: for he that loveth not 
his brother whom he hath seen, how can he 
love God whom he hath not seen? And this 
commandment have we from him, that he who 
loveth God Jove his brother aiso. 

THE GOSPEL. St Luke 16. 19. 

HERE was a certain rich man, which was 
clothed in purple and fine linen, and fared 

sumptuously every day. And there was a 
certain beggar named Lazarus, which was 
laid at his gate full of sores, and desiring to 
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FIRST SUNDAY AFTER TRINITY 
be fed with the crumbs which fell from the 
rich man’s table: moreover the dogs came 
and licked his sores. And it came to pass, 
that the beggar died, and was carried by the 
angels into Abraham’s bosom. The rich man 
also died, and was buried: and in hell he lift 
up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abra- 
ham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom. And 
he cried and said, Father Abraham, have 
mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may 
dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my 
tongue; for I am tormented in this flame, 
But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou 
in thy life-time receivedst thy good things, 
and likewise Lazarus evil things; but now he is comforted, and thou art tormented. And 
besides all this, between us and you there isa 
great gulf fixed: So that they who would pass 
from hence to you cannot; neither can they 
pass to us, that would come from thence. Then 
he said, I pray thee therefore, father, that 
thou wouldest send him to my father’s house: 
for I have five brethren: that he may testify 
unto them, lest they also come into this place 
of torment. Abraham saith unto him, They 
have Moses and the prophets; let them hear 
them. And he said, Nay, father Abraham: 
butif one went unto them from nee 
they will repent. And he said unto him, 
they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither 
will they be persuaded, though one rose from 
the dead.

Neither let 
us commit fornication, as some of them com- 
mitted, and fell in one day three and twenty 
thousand. Neither let us tempt Christ, as 
some of them also tempted, and were destroyed 
of serpents. Neither murmur ye, as some of 
them also murmured, and were destroyed of 
the destroyer. Now all these things happened 
unto them for ensamples: and they are written 
for our admonition, upon whom the ends of 
the world are come. Wherefore let him that 
thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall. 
There hath no temptation taken you, but such 
as is common to man: but God is faithful, 
who will not suffer you to be tempted above 
that ye are able; but will with the temptation 
also make a way to escape, that ye may be 
able to bear it.

D heya said unto his disciples, There was 
a certain rich man which had a steward; 

and the same was accused unto him that he 
had wasted his goods, And he called him, and 
said unto him, How is it that I hear this of 
thee?

then of the twelve: after that, he was seen of 
above five hundred brethren at once; of whom 
the greater part remain unto this present, but 
some are fallen asleep: after that, he was seen 
of James; then of all the Apostles: and last 
of all, he was seen of me also, as of one born 
out of due time. For I am the least of the 
Aposties, that am not meet to be called an 
Apostle, because I persecuted the Church of 
God. But by the grace of God I am what 
I am: and his grace which was bestowed upon 
me was not in vains but I laboured more 
abundantly than they ali; yet not I, but the 
grace of God which was with me. Therefore 
whether it were I or they, so we preach, and 
so ye believed.

And the 
Publican, standing afar off, would not lift up 
so much as his eyes unto heaven, but smote 
upon his breast, saying, God be merciful to me 
asinner. I tell you, this man went down to his 
house justified rather than the other: for every 
one that exalteth himself shall be abased; and 
he that humbleth himself shall be exalted.

And this I say, that the covenant 
that was confirmed before of God in Christ, the 
law, which was four hundred and thirty years 
after, cannot disannul, that it should make the 
promise of none effect. For if the inheritance 
be of the law, it is no more of promise; but 
God gave it to Abraham by promise. Where- 
fore then serveth the law? It was added 
because of transgressions, till the seed should 
come, t0 whom the promise was made; and 
it was ordained by angels in the hand of a 
mediator. Now a mediator is not a mediator 
of one; but God is one. Is the law then 
against the promises of God? God forbid: 
for if there had been a law given which could 
have given life, verily righteousness should 
have been by the law. But the Scripture hath 
concluded all under sin, that the promise by 
faith of Jesus Christ might be given to them 
that believe.

donno are the eyes which see the things

And Jesus answering said, A certain man 
went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and 
fell among thieves, which stripped him of his 
raiment, and wounded him, and departed, 
leaving him half dead, And by chance there 
came down a certain Priest that way, and, 
when he saw him, he passed by on the other 
side. And likewise a Levite, when he was at 
the place, came and looked on him, and passed 
by onthe other side. But a certain Samaritan, 
as he journeyed, came where he was; and, 
when he saw him, he had compassion on him, 
and went to him, and bound up his wounds, 
pouring in oil and wine, and set him on his 
own beast, and brought him to an inn, and 
took care of him. And on the morrow, when 
he departed, he took out two pence, and gave 
them to the host, and said unto him, Take 
care of him; and whatsoever thou spendest 
more, when I come again, I will repay thee.

Then saith he. to his servants, The wedding 
is ready, but they who were bidden were. not 
worthy. Goye therefore into the high-ways, 
and as many as ye shall find bid tothe marriage, 
So those servants went out into the high-ways, 
and gathered together all, as many as they 
found, both bad and good; and the wedding 
was furnished with guests. And when the 
king came in to see the guests, he saw there 
aman which had not on a wedding-garment, 
And he saith unto him, Friend, how camest 
thou in hither, not having a wedding-garment? 
And he was speechless. Then said the king 
to the servants, Bind him hand and foot, and 
take him away, and cast him into outer dark- 
ness: there shall. be weeping and gnashing 
of teeth. For many are called, but few are 
chosen.

So the father knew that it was at the 
same hour, in the which Jesus said unto him, 
Thy son liveth; and himself believed, and his 
whole house. This is again the second miracle 
that Jesus did, when he was come out of 
Judza into Galilee.

all, because I have you in my heart, inasmuch 
as both in my bonds, and in the defence and 
confirmation of the Gospel, ye all are par- 
takers of my grace. For God is my record, 
how greatly I long after you all in the bowels 
of Jesus Christ. And this I pray, that your 
love may abound yet more and more in know- 
ledge and in all judgement: that ye may 
approve things that are excellent; that ye 
may be sincere, and without offence, till the 
day of Christ: being filled with the fruits of 
righteousness, which are by Jesus Christ unto 
the glory and praise of God. 

THE GOSPEL. St Matth. 18, 21. . 
eee said unto Jesus, Lord, how oft shall 

my brother sin against me, and I forgive 
him? till seven times? Jesus saith unto him, 
I say not unto thee, until seven times; but 
until seventy times seven. Therefore is the 
kingdom of heaven likened unto a certain 
king, which would take account of his servants, 
And when he had begun to reckon, one was 
brought unto him, which owed him ten thou- 
sand talents. But forasmuch as he had not 
to pay, his lord commanded him to be sold, 
and his wife and children, and all that he had, 
and payment to be made. The servant there- 
fore fell down and worshipped him, saying, 
Lord, have patience with me, and J will pay 
thee all. Then the lord of that servant was 
moved with compassion, and loosed him, and 
forgave him the debt. But the same servant 
went out, and found one of his fellow-servants, 
which owed him an hundred pence; and he 
laid hands on him, and took him by the throat,

saying, Pay me that thou owest. And his 
fellow-servant fell down at his feet, and be- 
sought him, saying, Have patience with me, 
and I will pay thee all, And he would not; 
but went and cast him into prison, till he 
should pay the debt. So when his fellow- 
servants saw what was done, they were very 
sorry, and came and told unto their lord all 
that was done. Then his lord, after that he 
had called him, said unto him, 0 thou wicked 
servant, I forgave thee all that debt, because 
thou desiredst me: shouldest not thou also 
have had compassion on thy fellow-servant, 
even as I had pity on thee? And his lord was 
wroth, and delivered him to the tormentors, 
till he should pay all that was due unto him. 
So likewise shall my heavenly Father do also 
unto you, if ye from your hearts forgive not 
every one his brother their trespasses. |

Philip answered him, Two hun- 
dred penny-worth of bread is not sufficient for 
them, that every one of them may take a 
little. One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon 
Peter’s brother, saith unto him, There is a lad 
here, which hath five barley-loaves, and two 
small fishes; but what are they among so 
many? And Jesus said, Make the men sit 
down. Now there was much grass in the 
place. So the men sat down, in number 
about five thousand. And Jesus took the 
loaves, and when he had given thanks, he

distributed to the disciples, and the disciples 
to them that were set down; and likewise of 
the fishes,as much as they would. When they 
were filled, he said unto his disciples, Gather 
up the fragments that remain, that nothing be 
lost. Therefore they gathered them together, 
and filled twelve baskets with the fragments 
of the five barley-loaves, which remained over 
and above unto them that had eaten. Then 
those men, when they had seen the miracle 
that Jesus did, said, This is of a truth that 
Prophet that should come into the world. 

Il If there be twenty-six Sundays after Trinity, the Collect, Epistle, 
and Gospel appointed for the sixth Sunday after Epiphany shalt 
be used on the twenty-fifth Sunday. 

If there be twenty-seven* Sundays, the Collect, Epistle, and 
Gospel appointed for the Fisher Sunday after Epiphany shall be. 
used on the twenty-fifth Sunday; and the Collect, Epistle, and 
Gospel appointed for the sixth Sunday after Epiphany shalt be 
used on the twenty-sixth Sunday.

But he said unto them, 
Except I shall see in his hands the print of 
the nails, and put my finger into the print of 
the nails, and thrust my hand into his side, I 
will not believe. And after eight days again 
his disciples were within, and Thomas with 
them: then came Jesus, the doors being shut, 
and stood in the midst, and said, Peace be 
unto you. Then saith he to Thomas, Reach 
hither thy finger, and behold my hands; and 
reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into my 
side; and be not faithless, but believing.

And he, trembling and astonished, 
said, Lord, what wilt thou have me to do? 
And the Lord said unto him, Arise, and go 
into the city, and it shall be told thee what 
thou must do. And the men which journeyed 
with him stood speechless, hearing a voice, 
but seeing no man. And Saul arose from the 
earth, and when his eyes were opened he saw

no man; but they led him by the hand, and 
brought him into Damascus. And he was 
three days without sight, and neither did eat 
nor drink. And there was a certain disciple 
at Damascus, named Ananias; and to him 
said the Lord ina vision, Ananias. And he said, 
Behold, [am here, Lord. And the Lord said 
unto him, Arise, and go into the street which 
is called Straight, and inquire in the house of 
Judas for one called Saul, of Tarsus: for be- 
hold, he prayeth, and hath seen in a vision a 
man named Ananias, coming in, and putting 
his hand on him, that he might receive his 
sight. Then Ananias answered, Lord, I have 
heard by many of this man, how much evil he 
hath done to thy saints at Jerusalem; and 
here he hath authority from the chief priests 
to bind all that call on thy name. But the 
Lord said unto him, Go thy way; for he isa 
chosen vessel unto me, to bear my name before 
the Gentiles, and kings, and the children of 
Israel: for I will shew him how great things 
he must suffer for my name’s sake. And 
Ananias went his way, and entered into the 
houses; and, putting his hands on him, said, 
Brother Saul, the Lord, (even Jesus that ap- 
peared unto thee in the way as thou camest,) 
hath sent me, that thou mightest receive thy 
sight, and be filled with the Holy Ghost. And 
immediately there fell from his eyes as it had 
been scales; and he received sight forthwith, 
and arose, and was baptized. And when he had 
received meat, he was strengthened. Then was 
Saul certain days with the disciples which were 
at Damascus. And straightway he preached 
Christ in the synagogues, that he is the Son 
of God. Butall that heard him were amazed, 
and said, Is not this he that destroyed them

which called on this name in Jerusalem, and 
came hither for that intent, that he might 
bring them bound unto the chief priests? But 
Saul increased the more in strength, and con- 
founded the Jews which dwelt at Damascus, 
proving that this is very Christ. 

THE GOSPEL, St Matth. 19. 27. 
ETER answered and said unto Jesus, Be- 
hold, we have forsaken all, and followed 

thee; what shall we have therefore? And 
Jesus said unto them, Verily I say unto you, 
that ye which have followed me, in the re- 
generation when the Son of man shall sit in 
the throne of his glory, ye also shall sit upon 
twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes of 
Tsrael. And every one that hath forsaken - 
houses, or brethren, or sisters, or father, or 
mother, or wife, or children, or lands, for my 
name’s sake, shall receive an hundred-fold, 
and shall inherit everlasting life. But many

Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come to 
his temple; even the messenger of the cove- 
nant, whom ye delight ins; behold, he shall 
come, saith the Lord of hosts. But who may 
abide the day of his coming? and who shall 
stand when he appeareth? for he is like a re- 
finer’s fire, and like fullers’ soap. And he shall 
sit as a refiner and purifier of silver; and he 
shall purify the sons of Levi, and purge them 
as gold and silver, that they may offer unto 
the Lord an offering in righteousness.

thy own soul also;) that the thoughts of many 
hearts may be revealed. And there was one 
Anna a prophetess, the daughter of Phanuel, 
of the tribe of Aser; she was of a great age, 
and had lived with an husband seven years 
from her virginity: and she was a widow of 
about fourscoreand four years; which departed 
not from the temple, but served God with 
fastings and prayers night and day. And she 
coming in that instant gave thanks likewise 
unto the Lord, and spake of him to all them 
that looked for redemption in Jerusalem. 
And when they had performed all things 
according to the law of the Lord, they re- 
turned into Galilee to their own city Nazareth. 
And the child grew, and waxed strong in 
spirit, filled with wisdom; and the grace of 
God was upon him.

N those days Peter stood up in the midst 
of the disciples, and said, (the number of 

the names together were about an hundred 
and twenty,) Men and brethren, this Scripture 
must needs have been fulfilled, which the 
Holy Ghost by the mouth of David spake 
pefore concerning Judas, which was guide to 
them that took Jesus: for he was numbered 
with us, and had obtained part of this ministry. 
Now this man purchased a field with the 
reward of iniquity; and falling headlong he 
burst asunder in the midst, and all his bowels 
gushed out. And it was known unto all the 
dwellers at Jerusalem, insomuch as that field 
is called in their proper tongue, Aceldama, 
that is to say, The field of blood.

And they 
appointed two, Joseph called Barsabas, who 
was surnamed Justus, and Matthias. And 
they prayed, and said, Thou, Lord, which 
knowest the hearts of all men, shew whether 
of these two thou hast chosen; that he may 
take part of this ministry and apostleship, 
from which Judas by transgression fell, that 
he might go to his own place. And they gave 
forth their lots; and the lot fell upon Mat-

T that time Jesus answered and said, I 
thank thee, O Father, Lord of heaven

All things are 
delivered unto me of my Father: and no man 
knoweth the Son, but the Father; neither 
knoweth any man the Father, save the Son, 
and he to whomsoever the Son will reveal him, 
Come unto me, all ye that labour and are 
heavy laden, and Iwill give you rest. Take 
my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for Iam 
meek and lowly in heart: and ye shail find 
rest unto your souls.

EARLY beloved, on — day next I purpose, 
through God’s assistance, to administer to 

all such as shall be religiously and devoutly 
disposed the most comfortable Sacrament of 
the Body and Blood of Christ; to be by them 
received in remembrance of his meritorious 
Cross and Passion, whereby alone we obtain 
remission of our sins, and are made partakers 
of the kingdom of heaven. 

Wherefore it is our duty to render most 
humble and hearty thanks to Almighty God 
our heavenly Father, for that he hath given 
his Son our Saviour Jesus Christ, not only to 
die for us, but also to be our spiritual food and 
sustenance in that holy Sacrament. Which 
being so divine and comfortable a thing to 
them who receive it worthily, and so dangerous 
to them that will presume to receive it un- 

- worthily; my duty is to exhort you in the 
mean season to consider the dignity of that 
holy mystery, and the great peril of the 
unworthy receiving thereof; and so to search 

and examine your own consciences, and that 
not lightly, and after the manner of dis- 
semblers with God: but so that ye may come 
holy and clean to such a heavenly Feast, in 
the marriage-garment required by God in 

holy Scripture, and be received as worthy par- 
takers of that holy Table. 
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The.way and means theretois; First, to ex- 
amine your lives and conversations by the rule 
of God’s commandments; and whereinsoever 
ye shall perceive yourselves to have offended, 
either by will, word, or deed, there to bewail 
your own sinfulness, and to confess yourselves 
to Almighty God, with full purpose of amend- 
ment of life. And if ye shail perceive your of- 
fences to be such as are not only against God 
but also against your neighbours ; then ye shall 
reconcile yourselves unto them 3 being ready to 
make restitution and satisfaction, according to 
the uttermost of your powers, for all injuries 
and wrongs done by you to any other; and 
being likewise ready: to forgive others that 
have offended you, as you would have forgive. - 
ness of your offences at God’s hand; for other- 
wise the receiving of the holy Communion doth 
nothing else but increase your condemnation. 
Therefore if any of you be a blasphemer of 
God, an hinderer or slanderer of his Word, an 
adulterer, or be in malice, or envy, or in any 
other grievous crime, repent you of your sins, 
or else come not to that holy Table. 
And because it is requisite, that no man 

should come to the holy Communion, but with 
a full trust in God’s mercy, and with a quiet 
consciences; therefore if there be any of you, 
who by this means cannot quiet his own con~ 
science herein, but requireth further comfort 
or counsel, let him come to me, or to some 
other discreet and learned Minister of God’s 
Word, and open his grief; that by the ministry 
of God’s holy Word he may receive the benefit 
of absolution, together with ghostly counsel 
and advice, to the quieting of his conscience, 
and avoiding of all scruple and doubtfulness, 
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§ Or, in case he shall see the people negligent to come to the holy 
Communion, instead of the former, he shall use this Exhortation. 

EARLY beloved brethren, on——I intend, 
by God’s grace, to celebrate the Lord’s 

Supper: unto which, in God’s behalf, I bid 
you all that are here present; and beseech 
you, for the Lord Jesus Christ’s sake, that 
ye will not refuse to come thereto, being so 
lovingly called and bidden by God himself, 
Ye know how grievous and unkind a thing it 
is, when a man hath prepared a rich feast, 
decked his table with all kind of provision, 80 
that there lacketh nothing but the guests to 
sit down; and yet they who are called (without 
any cause) most unthankfully refuse to come, 
Which of you in such a case would not be 
moved? Who would not think a great injury 
and wrong done unto him? Wherefore, most 
dearly beloved in Christ, take ye good heed, 
lest ye, withdrawing yourselves from this holy 
Supper, provoke God’s indignation against 
you. It is an easy matter for a man to say, I 
will not communicate, because Iam otherwise 
hindered with worldly business. But such 
excuses are not so easily accepted and allowed 
before God. If any man say, Iam a grievous 
sinner, and thereforeamafraid to come: where- 
fore then do ye not repent and amend? When 
God calleth you, are ye not ashamed to say ye 
will not come? When yeshould return to 
will ye excuse yourselves, and say ye are no 

? Consider earnestly with yourselves how 
littlesuch feigned excuses willavail before God. 
They that refused the feast in the Gospel, be- 
cause they had bought a farm, or would try 
their yokes of oxen, or because they were 
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married, were not so excused, but counted un- 
worthy of the heavenly feast. I, for my part, 
shall be ready; and, according to mine Office, 
Ibid you in the Name of God, I call you in 
Christ’s behalf, I exhort you, as ye love your 
own salvation, that ye will be partakers of this 
holy Communion. Andas the Son of God did 
vouchsafe to yield up his soul by death upon 
the Cross for your salvation ; so it is your duty 
to receive the Communion, in remembrance of 
the sacrifice of his death, as he himself hath 
commanded: which if ye shall neglect to do, 
consider with yourselves how great injury ye 
do unto God,and howsorepunishment hangeth 
over your heads for the same; when ye wilfully 
abstain from the Lord’s Table, and separate 
from your brethren, who come to feed on the 
banquet of that most heavenly food. These 
things if ye earnestly consider, ye will by 
God’s grace return to a better mind: for the 
obtaining whereof we shall not cease to make 
our humble petitions unto Almighty God our 
heavenly Father. 

] Atthe time of the Celebration of the Communion, the Communicants 
being conveniently placed for the receiving of the holy Sacrament, 
the Priest may say this Exhortation, 

EARLY beloved in the Lord, ye that mind 
to come to the holy Communion of the 

Body and Blood of our Saviour Christ, must 
consider how Saint Paul exhorteth all persons 
diligently to try and examine themselves, 
before they presume to eat of that Bread, and 
drink of that Cup. For as the benefit is great, 
if with a true penitent heart and lively faith 
we receive that holy Sacrament; (for then we 
Spiritually eat the flesh of Christ, and drink 
his blood; then we dwell in Christ, and Christ 
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in us; we are one with Christ, and Christ with 

us;) so is the danger great, if we receive 

the same unworthily. For then we are guilty 

of the Body and Blood of Christ our Saviour; 

we eat and drink our own condemnation, not 

discerning the Lord’s Body. Judge therefore 

yourselves, brethren, that ye be not judged of 

the Lord; repent you truly for your sins past; 

have a lively and stedfast faith in Christ our 

Saviour; amend your lives, and be in perfect 

charity with all men; so shall ye be meet 

partakers of those holy mysteries. And above 

all things ye must give most humble and 

hearty thanks to God, the Father, the Son, 

and the Holy Ghost, for the redemption of 

the world by the death and passion of our 

Saviour Christ, both God and man; who did 

humble himself, even to the death upon the 

Cross, for us miserable sinners, who lay in 

darkness and the shadow of death; that he 

might make us the children of God, and exalt 

us to everlasting life. And to the end that 

we should alway remember the exceeding 

great love of our Master and only Saviour 

Jesus Christ, thus dying for us, and the 

innumerable benefits which by his precious 

plood-shedding he hath obtained to us; he 

hath instituted and ordained holy mysteries, 

as pledges of his love, and for a continual 

remembrance of his death, to our great and 

endless comfort.

¥ If the consecrated Bread or Wine be all spent before all have com- 
municated, the Priest is to consecrate more according to the Form 
before prescribed: Beginning at Our Saviour Christ in the same 
night, &e. for the blessing of the Bread: and at Likewise after 
Supper, dc. for the blessing of the Cup. 

{| When all have communicated, the Minister shall return to the 
Lord’s Table, and reverently place upon it what remaineth of the 
consecrated Elements, covering the same with a fair linen cloth.

G Whereas tt is ordained in this ofice for the Administration of the 
Lord’s Supper, that the Commumneants should receive the same 
kneeling; (which order is well meant, for @ signification of our 
humble and grateful acknowledgement of the benefits of Christ 
therein given to all worthy Receivers, and for the avoiding of such 
profanation and disorder in the holy Communion, as might other- 
wise ensue;) yet, lest the same kneeling should by any persons 
either out of ignorance and infirmity, or out of malice a 
obstinacy, be misconstrued and depraved: It is here declared, that 
thereby no Adoration is intended, or ought to be done, either unto 
the Sacramental Bread or Wine there bodily received, or unto any 
Corporal Presence of Christ’s natural Fleshand Blood. For the 
Sacramental Bread and Wine remain still in their very natural 
substances, and therefore may not be adored; (for that were 
Idolatry, to be abhorred of all faithful Christians;) and the 
natural Body and Blood of our Saviour Christ are in Heaven, 
and not here ; it being against the truth of Christ's natural Body 
to be at one time in more places than one.

PUBLICK BAPTISM OF INFANTS 
TO BE USED IN THE CHURCH 

q The Minister of the parish shall often admonish the Lae 

that they bring their children to baptism as soon as poss? le 

after birth, not later than the fourth or at furthest the fifth 
Sunday, unless upon a great and reasonable cause, 

G The people are also to be admonished, that it is most fitting 
that Baptism should be administered upon Sundays, and 
other Holy-days, when the most number of people come 
together: as well for that the Congregation there present 
may testify the receiving of them that be newly baptized into 
the number of Christ’s Church; as also because in the Baptism 
of Infants every man present may be put in remembrance 0; 

is own profession made to God in his Baptism, for whic 

cause also itis expedient that Baptism be ministered in the 

nulgar tongue. Nevertheless, (if necessity so require) children 
may be baptized upon any other day. 

J And note, That there shall be for every child to be baptized 
three sponsors: for every male, two Godfathers and one 
Godmother; and for every female, one Godfather and two 
Godmothers. Nevertheless, when three sponsors cannot be 

had, one Godfather and one Godmother shall suffice. Parents 
may be sponsors for their own children, if necessity 80 require. 

J When there are children to be baptized, the parents shall give 
timely notice thereof to the Minister. He shalt thereupon 
appoint the time for baptism, which shall be either tmmediacely 

ter the last Lesson, or after the third Collect, at Morning or 
ening Prayer; or at such other time as he by his discretion 

shall appoint. 
The sponsors and the people, with the children, being ready at 
the Font, the Priest coming to the Font (which is then to be 
jiled with pure Water), and standing there, shall say, 

ATH this Child been already baptized, or 
no? 

{ Lf they answer, No: then shall the Priest proceed as 
Followeth. 

EARLY beloved, forasmuch as all men 
are conceived and born in sin, and that 

our Saviour Christ saith, none can enter into 
the kingdom of God, except he be regenerate 
and born anew of Water and of the Holy 
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Ghost: I beseech you to call upon God the 
Father, through our Lord Jesus Christ, that 
of his bounteous mercy he will grant to this 
Child that thing which by nature he cannot 
have; that he may be baptized with Water 
and the Holy Ghost, and received into Christ’s 
holy Church, and be made a living member of 
the same. 

G Then shall the Priest say, 

Let us pray. 

G And here ail the Congregation shall kneet. 

Nae ees and everlasting God, who of 
thy great mercy didst save Noah and his 

family in the ark from perishing by water; 
and also didst safely lead the children of 
Israel thy people through the Red Sea, figuring 
thereby thy holy Baptism; and by the Baptism 
of thy well-beloved Son Jesus Christ, in the 
viver Jordan, didst sanctify Water to the mys- 
tical washing away of sin: We beseech thee, 
for thine infinite mercies, that thou wilt mer- 
cifully look upon this Child; wash him and 
sanctify him with the Holy Ghost; that he, 
being delivered from thy wrath, may be re- 
ceived into the ark of Christ’s Church; and 
being stedfast in faith, joyful through hope, 
and rooted in charity, may so pass the waves 
of this troublesome world, that finally he may 
come to the land of everlasting life, there to 
reign with thee world without end; through 

Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

LMIGHTY and immortal God, the aid of 
all that need, the helper of all that flee to 

thee for succour, the life of them that believe, 
and the resurrection of the dead: We call 
upon thee for this Infant, that he, coming to 
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thy holy Baptism, may receive remission of 
his sin by spiritual regeneration. Receive 
him, O Lord, as thou hast promised by thy 
well-beloved Son, saying, Ask, and ye shall

G The Curate of every Pavish shall warn the people that without 
yee cause and necessity they procure not their children to be 
aptized at home in their houses. But when need shall compel 
pe so to do, then Baptism shall be administered on this 
‘ashion. 

G First let the Minister of the Parish (or, in his absence, any 
other lawful Minister that can be procured) with them that 
are present call upon God, and say the Lord’s Prayer, and so 
many of the Collects appointed to be said before in ph ete of 
Publick Baptism, as the time and present exigence will suffer. 
And then, the Child being named by some one that is present, 
the Minister shall pour Water upon it, saying these words ; 

N. | BAPTIZE thee In the Name of the 
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 

Ghost. Amen. 

| Then, all kneeling down, the Minister shall give thanks unto 
God, and say, 

E yield thee hearty thanks, most merci- 
ful Father, that it hath pleased thee to 

regenerate this Infant with thy Holy Spirit, 
to receive him for thine own Child by adoption, 
and to incorporate him into thy holy Church. 
And we humbly beseech thee to grant, that 
as he is now made partaker of the death of 
thy Son, so he may be also of his resurrection ;

witnesses, I baptized this Child.

first saying Hear the words of the Gospel, written by Saint Mark 
in the tenth chapter at the thirteenth verse. 

But if the Child were baptized by any other lawful Minister, 

then the Minister of the Parish, where the Child was born or 

christened, shall examine and try whether the Child be lawfully 

baptized, or no. In which case, f those that bring any Child 

to the Church do answer that the same Child is already baptized, 

then shall the Minister examine them further, saying, 

Y whom was this Child baptized ? 
Who was present when this Child was 

baptized? 
Because some things essential to this Sacra- 

ment may happen to be omitted through fear

God. Whereby ye may perceive the great 
necessity of this Sacrament, where it may be 
had. Likewise, immediately before his ascen- 
sion into heaven, (as we read in the last 
chapter of Saint Mark’s Gospel,) he gave 
command to his disciples, saying, Go ye into 
all the world, and preach the Gospel to every 
creature. He that believeth and is baptized 
shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall 
be condemned, Which also sheweth unto us 
the great benefit we reap thereby. For which 
cause Saint Peter the Apostle, when upon 
his first preaching of the Gospel many were 
pricked at the heart, and said to him and 
the rest of the Apostles, Men and brethren, 
what shall we do? replied and said unto them, 
Repent, and be baptized every one of you for 
the remission of sins, and ye shall receive 
the gift of the Holy Ghost. For the promise 
is to you and your children, and to all that 
are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God 
shall call. And with many other words exhorted 
he them, saying, Save yourselves from this un- 
toward generation. For (as the same Apostle 
testifieth in another place) even Baptism doth 
also now save us, (not the putting away of the 
filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good 
conscience towards God,) by the resurrection 
of Jesus Christ. Doubt ye not therefore, 
but earnestly believe, that he will favourably 
receive these present persons, truly repenting, 
and coming unto him by faith; that he will 
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grant them remission of their sins, and bestow 
upon them the Holy Ghost; that he will give 
them the blessing of eternal life, and make 
them partakers of his everlasting kingdom. 

‘Wherefore we being thus persuaded of the 
good will of our heavenly Father towards these 
persons, declared by his Son Jesus Christ; let 
us faithfully and devoutly give thanks to him,

Question. What dost thou chiefly learn in 
these Articles of thy Belief?

Question. Which be they? 

Answer. 

HE same which God spake in the twentieth 
chapter of Exodus, saying, I am the Lord 

thy God, who brought thee out of the land of 
Egypt, out of the house of bondage. 

I. Thou shalt have none other gods but me. 
II. Thou shalt not make to thyself any 

graven image, nor the likeness of any thing 
that is in heaven above, or in the earth 
beneath, or in the water under the earth. 
Thou shalt not bow down to them, nor wor- 
ship them.

IiI. To honour his holy Name and his 
Word: 

IVY. And to serve him truly all the days of 
my life. 

Question. What is thy duty towards thy 
Neighbour? 
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Answer. My duty towards my Neighbour 
is to love him as myself, and to do to all men 
as I would they should do unto me: 

¥. To love, honour, and succour my father 
and mother: To honour and obey the Queen, 
and all that are put in authority under her: 
Tosubmit myself to allmy governors, teachers, 
spiritual pastors and masters: To order myself 
lowly and reverently to all my betters: 

VI. To hurt nobody by word nor deed: 
To bear no malice nor hatred in my heart: 

VII. To keep my body in temperance, sober- 
ness, and chastity : 

VIII. To be true and just in all my dealing: 
to keep my hands from picking and stealing: 

IX. And to keep my tongue from evil- 
speaking, lying, and slandering: 

X. Not to covet nor desire other men’s 
goods; but to learn and labour truly to get 
mine own living, and to do my duty in that 
state of life, unto which it shall please God to 
call me.

THE SACRAMENTS. 

Question. 

He many Sacraments hath Christ or- 
dained in his Church? 

Answer. Christ has ordained two Sacra- 
ments only,as generally necessary tosalvation; 
zee is to say, Baptism, and the Supper of the 

ord. 
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Question. What meanest thou by this word 

Sacrament ? 
Answer. By this word Sacrament, I mean 

an outward and visible sign of an inward and 
spiritual grace, given unto us, ordained by 
Christ himself, as a means whereby we re- 
ceive the same, and a pledge to assure us 
thereof. 

Question. How many parts are there in a 
Sacrament? 
Answer. There are two parts in a Sacra- 

ment; the outward visible sign, and the inward 
spiritual grace. 

Question. Whatis the outward visible sign 
or form in Baptism? 

Answer. The outward visible sign or form 
in Baptism is Water: wherein the person is 
baptized, Jn the Name of the Father, and 
of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. 

Question. What is the inward and spiritual 
grace P 

Answer. Theinward and spiritual grace in 
Baptism is, a death unto sin, and a new birth 
unto righteousness: for being by nature born 
in sin, and the children of wrath, we are here- 
by made the children of grace. 

Question. What is required of persons to 
be baptized? 

Answer. There is required of persons to be 
baptized repentance, whereby they forsake 
sin: and faith, whereby they stedfastly believe 
the promises of God, made to them in that 
Sacrament. 

Question. “Why then are infants baptized, 
when by reason of their tender age they can- 
not perform them ? 

Answer. Infants are baptized because they 
promise both repentance and faith by their 
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sureties: which promise, when they come to 
age, themselves are bound to perform. 

Question. "Why was the Sacrament of the 
Lord’s Supper ordained? 
Answer. The Sacrament of the Lord’s 

Supper was ordained for the continual re- 
membrance of the sacrifice of the death of 
Christ, and of the benefits which we receive 
thereby. 

Question. What is the outward part or 
sign of the Lord’s Supper? 
Answer. The outward part or sign of the 

Lord’s Supper is, Bread and Wine, which the 
Lord hath commanded to be received. 

Question. What is the inward part, or 
thing signified ? . 

Answer. The inward part or thing signified 
in the Lord’s Supper is, the Body and Blood 
of Christ, which are verily and indeed taken. 
and received by the faithful in the Lord’s 
Supper. 

Question. What are the benefits whereof 
we are partakers in the Lord’s Supper? 
Answer. The benefits whereof we are par- 

takers in the Lord’s Supper are, the strength- 
ening and refreshing of our souls by the Body 
and Blood of Christ, as our bodies are by the 
Bread and Wine. 

Question. What is required of them who 
come to the Lord’s Supper? 
Answer. Itis required of persons who come 

to the Lord’s Supper, to examine themselves, 
whether they repent them truly of their former 
sins, stedfastly purposing to lead a new life; 
have a lively faith in God’s mercy through 
Christ, with a thankful remembrance of his 
death; and be in charity with all men. 
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The Curate of every Parish shall diligently, wpon Sundays ana 
Holy-days, or at such other times as he shall think convenient, 
instruct and examine the children of his parish in this Catechism ; 
and it is most expedient that this should be done openly in the 
Church, from time to time, either after the second Lesson at 
Morning or Evening Prayer, or at some other fit time. 

G And all Fathers, Mothers, Masters, Mistresses, and Guardians, 
shall cause their children, servants, apprentices, and wards, to come 
to such instruction at the time appointed. 

{ So soon as children are come to a competent age, and can say, im 
their mother tongue, the Creed, the Lord’s Prayer, and the Ten 
Commandments; and also can answer to the other questions of this 
Catechism: they shall be brought to the Bishep to be confirmed. 
And, where possible, every one shall have w Godfather or Gods 
mother as @ Witness of their Confirmation, 

| And whensoever the Bishop shall give knowledge for Children to be 
coe lad unto him for their Confirmation, the Curate of every Parish 
shall either bring or send im writing, with his hand subscribed 
thereunto, the names of all such persons within his Parish, as he 
shall think fit to be presented to the Bishop to beconfirmed. And, 
Be Aa Bishop approve of them, he shall confirm then in manner

] Upon the day appointed, all that are to be then confirmed, being 
placed and standing in order before the Bishop, the Minister

Bishop. Take heed that the persons whom 

ye present be duly prepared and meet to 
receive the laying on of hands. 

Minister. I have instructed them and en- 
quired of them and believe them so to be. 

{ Then the Bishop, or some other Minister appointed by him, 
shall read this Preface following. 

EARLY beloved, To the end that Con- 
firmation may be ministered to the 

more edifying of such as shall receive it, the 
Church hath thought good to order that none 
hereafter shall be confirmed, but such as can 
say the Creed, the Lord’s Prayer and the 
Ten Commandments, and can also answer to 
such other questions as in the Catechism 
are contained: and forasmuch as these persons 
present, being by baptism members of Christ’s 
Church, are instructed and prepared as afore- 
said, we are assembled together here to pray 
for them and to bless them by the laying on 
of hands. This order is very convenient to be 
observed for divers reasons. 
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First. Because it is evident from sundry 

places in holy Scripture that the Apostles 

prayed for and laid their hands upon those 

who were baptized; and the same is agree- 

able with the usage of the Church since the 
Apostles’ time. 

Secondly. In order that by prayer and laying 

on of hands they that are confirmed may be 

strengthened by the Holy Ghost. 
Thirdly. In order that persons, having now 

come to the years of discretion, and being 
mindful of their bounden duty to acknowledge 

openly the vows made by them, or by their God- 

fathers and Godmothers for them, in baptism, 

they may themselves, with their own mouth 
and consent, openly before the Church, ratify 

and confirm the same; and also promise that 

by the grace of God they will evermore en- 

deavour faithfully to observe such things as 

they by their own confession have assented 

unto. 

{| Then the Bishop, or some Minister appointed by him, shall say, 

i EAR the words of holy Scripture written 

in the eighth chapter of the Acts of the 

Apostles, beginning at the fifth verse. 

A D Philip went down to the city of Samaria, 
and proclaimed unto them the Christ. 

And the multitudes gave heed with one accord 

unto the things that were spoken by Philip, 

when they heard, and saw the signs which he 
did. For from many of those which had un- 

clean spirits, they came out, crying with a 

loud voice: and many that were palsied, and 

that were lame, were healed. And there was 

much joy in that city. But when theybelieved 

Philip preaching good tidings concerning the 
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kingdom of God,and the name of Jesus Christ, 
they were baptized, both men and women, 
Now when the Apostles, which were at Jeru- 
salem, heard that Samaria had received the 
word of God, they sent unto them Peter 
and John: who, when they were come do 
prayed for them, that they might receive the 
Holy Ghost: for as yet he was fallen upon 
none of them: only they had been baptized 
into the name of the Lord Jesus. Then laid 
they their hands on them, and they received 
the Holy Ghost. 

EAR also the words of holy Scripture 
written in the nineteenth chapter of the 

Acts of the Apostles, beginning at the first 
verse. 

yi D it came to pass, that, while Apollos was 
at Corinth, Paul having passed through 

the upper country came to Ephesus, and found 
certain disciples: and he said unto them, 
Did ye receive the Holy Ghost when ye be- 
lieved? And they said unto him, Nay, we did 
not so much as hear whether the Holy Ghost 
was given. And he said, Into what then were 
ye baptized? And they said, Into John’s 
baptism. And Paul said, John baptized with 
the baptism of repentance, saying unto the 
people, that they should believe on him which 
should come after him, that is, on Jesus, 
And when they heard this, they were baptized 
into the name of the Lord Jesus. And when 
Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy 
Ghost came on them; and they spake with 
tongues, and prophesied, And they were in 
all about twelve men. 
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EAR also the words of holy Scripture 
written in the fifth chapter of the Epistle 

to the Hebrews, beginning at the twelfth 

verse, and in the sixth chapter beginning at 

the first verse. 

OR when by reason of the time ye ought 
to be teachers, ye have need again that 

some one teach you the rudiments of the first 

principles of the oracles of God; and are be- 

come such as have need of milk, and not of 

solid food. Wherefore let us cease to speak 

of the first principles of Christ, and press on 
unto perfection; not laying again a founda- 

tion of repentance from dead works, and of 
faith toward God, of the teaching of baptisms, 

and of laying on of hands, and of resurrection 

of the dead, and of eternal judgement. And 

this will we do, if God permit,

Bishop. Do you believe all the Articles 

of the Christian faith as contained in the 
Apostles’ Creed ? 

Answer. I do. 
Bishop. Will you endeavour to keep God’s 

holy will and commandments, and to walk in 
the same all the days of your life ? 
Answer. I will, God being my helper. 

The Bishop. 

UR help is in the Name of the Lord; 
Answer. Who hath made heaven and 

earth. 
Bishop. Blessed be the Name of the 

Lord; 
Answer, Henceforth world without end. 
Bishop. Lord, hear our prayers. 
Answer, And let our cry come unto thee.

{| First, the Banns of all that are to be married together must be 
published in the Church three several Sundays, in the service of 
the Communion, after the Creed, or immediately after the Second 
Lesson of Morning or Evening Prayer ; the Curate saying after 
the accustomed manner, 

PUBLISH the Banns of Marriage between 
M. of—and NV. of—. If any of you know ca 

or just impediment, why these two persons shoul 
not_be joined together in holy Matrimony, ye are 
to declare it. This is the first [second, or third] 
time of asking. 

Y And ¢f the persons that are to be married dwell in divers Parishes, 
the Banns must be asked in both Parishes; and the Curate of the 
one Parish shall not solemnize Matrimony betwixt them, without a@ 
Certificate of the Banns being thrice asked, from the Curate of the 
other Parish. Nor shall any be married without Banns first 
asked, save when Licence is had from Authority, 

{| Note, That no clergyman within the jurisdiction of the Church 
of England in Canada shall solemnize a marriage between 
persons either of whom shall have been divorced from one who 
as living at the time. 

{ Note also, That no clergyman within the jurisdiction of the 
Church of England in Canada shall knowingly solemnize a@ 
marriage within the degrees prohibited by the Table of Kindred 
and Affinity as set forth on page 337. 

G Before solemnizing any marriage, the Priest shall make 
enquiry,and satisfy himself that thereis no impediment to the 
same. 

| At the day and time appointed for solemnization of Matrimony, 
the persons to be married shail come into the body of the Church 
with their friends and neighbours: and there standing together, 
a on the right hand, and the woman on the left, the Priest 
8 say, 

D EARLY beloved, we are gathered together 
here in the sight of God, and in the face 

of this Congregation, to join together this man 
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and this woman in holy Matrimony; which is 
an honourable estate, instituted of God in the 
time of man’s innocency, signifying unto us 
the mystical union that is betwixt Christ and 
his Church; which holy estate Christ adorned 
and beautified with his presence, and first 
miracle that he wrought, in Cana of Galilee; 
and is commended of Saint Paul to be honour- 
able among all men: and therefore is not by 
any to be enterprized, nor taken in hand, 
unadvisedly, lightly, or wantonly; but rever- 
ently, discreetly, advisedly, soberly, and in the 
fear of God; duly considering the causes for 
which Matrimony was ordained. 

Matrimony was ordained for the hallowing 
of the union betwixt man and woman; for the 
procreation of children to be brought up in 
the fear and nurture of the Lord; and for the 
mutual society, help, and comfort, that the 
one ought to have of the other, in both pros- 
perity and adversity. 

Into which holy estate these two persons 
present come now to be joined. Therefore 
if any man can shew any just cause, why they 
may not lawfully be joined together, let him 
now speak, or else hereafter for ever hold his 
peace. 

§ And also. speaking unto the persons that shall be married, 
he shall say, 

| REQUIRE and charge you both, as ye will 
answer at the dreadful day of judgement, 

when the secrets of all hearts shall be disclosed, 
that if either of you know any impediment, 
why ye may not be lawfully joined together 
in Matrimony, ye do now confess it. For be 
ye well assured, that so many as are coupled 
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together otherwise than God’s Word doth 
allow are not joined together by God; neither 
is their Matrimony lawful. 

{ At which day of Marriage, if any man do allege and declare ang

Saint Paul, in the aforenamed Epistle to 
the Ephesians, teacheth you thus; Wives, 
submit yourselves unto your own husbands, 
as unto the Lord. For the husband is the 
head of the wife, even as Christ is the head 
of the Church; and he is the Saviour of the 
body. Therefore as the Chureh is subject 
unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own 
husbands in every ‘thing. And again he 
saith, Let the wife see that she reverence her 
husband. 
And in his Epistle to the Colossians, Saint 

Paul giveth you this short lesson; Wives, 
submit yourselves unto your own husbands, 
as it is fit in the Lord. 

Saint Peter also doth instruct you very well, 
thus saying; Ye wives, be in subjection to 
‘your own husbands; that, if any obey not the 
word, they also may without the word be won 
by the conversation of the wives; while they 
behold your chaste conversation coupled with 
fear. Whose adorning, let it not be that out- 
ward adorning of plaiting the hair, and of 
wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel; 
but let it be the hidden man of the heart, in 
that which is not corruptibles; even the orna- 
ment of a meek and quiet spirit, which is in 
the sight of God of great price.

{ When any person is sick, notice thereof shall be given to the 
Minister of the Parish, who shall use the Order that followeth. 
But, if necessity so require, nothing in this Order prescribed 
shall prevent the Minister from edifying and comforting the 
sick by instruction or prayer, as he shall think meet and con-~ 
venient, in place of the Order here set forth. 

¥ The Priest, coming into the sick person’s house, shalt say, 

EACE be to this house, and to all that 
dwell in it. 

Q When he cometh into the sick man’s presence he shail say, 
kneeling down, 

EMEMBER not, Lord, our iniquities, nor 
the iniguities of our forefathers: Spare 

us, good Lord, spare thy people, whom thou 
hast redeemed with thy most precious blood, 
and be not angry with us for ever. 

Answer. Spare us, good Lord. 

q Then the Minister shall say, 

Let us pray. 

Lord, have mercy upon us. 
Christ, have mercy wpon us. 

Lord, have mercy upon us. 

UR Father who art in heaven, Hallowed 
be thy Name, Thy kingdom come, Thy 

will be done, in earth as it isin heaven. Give 
us this day our daily bread; And forgive us 
our trespasses, As we forgive them that tres- 
pass against us; And lead us not into temp- 
tation, But deliver us from evil. Amen. 
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Minister. O Lord, save thy servant;

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GY Then shall the Minister exhort thesick person after this form, 

or other like. 

BARLY beloved, know this, that Almighty 

God is the Lord of life and death, and 

of all things to them pertaining, as youth, 

strength, health, age, weakness, and sickness, 

Wherefore, whatsoever your sickness is, know 

you certainly, that it is God’s visitation. And 

for what cause soever this sickness is sent 
unto you; whether it be to try your patience, 
for the example of others, and that your faith 

may be found in the day of the Lord laudable, 

glorious, and honourable, to the increase of 

glory and endless felicity; or else it be sent 

unto you to correct and amend in you what- 

soever doth offend the eyes of your heavenly 

Father; know you certainly, that if you truly 

repent you of your sins, and bear your sick- 

ness patiently, trusting in God’s mercy for 

his dear Son Jesus Christ’s sake, and render 
unto him humble thanks for his fatherly 

visitation, submitting yourself wholly unto his 
will, it shall turn to your profit, and help you 
forward in the right way that leadeth unto 
everlasting life. 

G If the person visited be very sick, then the Curate may omit 
this portion of the Exhortation which followeth, from Take 
therefore to everlasting life. 

AKE therefore in good part the chastise- 
ment of the Lord: For (as it is written 

in the twelfth chapter of the Epistle to the 
Hebrews) whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, 
and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth. 
Tf ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you 
as with sons; for what son is he whom the 
father chasteneth not? But if ye be without 
chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then 
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are ye bastards, and not sons. Furthermore, 
we have had fathers of our fiesh, which cor- 
rected us, and we gave them reverence: shall 
we not much rather be in subjection unto the 
Father of spirits, and live? For they verily 
for a few days chastened us as seemed good 
to them; but he for our profit, that we might 
be partakers of his holiness. These words, 
good brother, are written in holy Scripture for 
our comfort and instruction; that we should 
patiently, and with thanksgiving, bear our 
heavenly Father’s correction, whensoever by 
any manner of adversity it shall please his 
gracious goodness to visit us. And there 
should be no greater comfort to Christian 
persons, than to be made like unto Christ, by 
suffering patiently adversities, troubles, and 
sicknesses. For he himself went not up to joy, 
but first he suffered pain; he entered not into 
his glory before he was crucified. So truly 
our way to eternal joy is to suffer here with 
Christ; and our door to enter into eternal 
life is gladly to die with Christ; that we may 
rise again from death, and dwell with him in 
everlasting life. 

Now therefore, taking your sickness, which 
is thus profitable for you, patiently, I exhort 
you, in the name of God, to remember the 
profession which you made unto God in your 
Baptism. And forasmuch as after this life 
there is an account to be given unto the 
righteous Judge, by whom all must be judged 
without respect of persons, I require you 
to examine yourself and your estate, both 
toward God and man; so that, accusing and 
condemning yourself for your own faults, you 
may find mercy at our heavenly Father’s hand 
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for Christ’s sake, and not be accused and con- 

demned in that fearful judgement. Therefore 

I shall rehearse to you the Articles of our 

Faith, that you may know whether you do 

believe as a Christian man should, or no. 

& Here the Minister shall rehearse the Articles of the Faith, 

saying thus, 

OST thou believe in God the Father 

Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth? 

And in Jesus Christ his only-begotten Son 

our Lord? And that he was conceived by the 

Holy Ghost, born of the Virgin Mary; that he 

suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified,

‘orgiveness; and where he hath done injury or wrong to any 

many, that he make amends to the uttermost of his power. And 

if he have not before disposed of his goods, let ham then be 

admonished to make his Will, and to declare his debts, what he 

oweth,and what is owing untohim; for the better discharging 

of hes conscience, and thequietness of his Execut
ors. But men 

should often be putin remembrance to take order. for the settling 

of their temporal estates whilst they are in health.

(if he humbly and heartily desire it) after this sort. 

UR Lord Jesus Christ, who hath left

OW is Christ risen from the dead, and 
become the first-fruits of them that slept. 

For since by man came death, by man came 
* also the resurrection of the dead. For as in © 
Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be 
made alive. But every man in his own order: 
Christ the first-fruits; afterward they thatare | 
Christ’s, at his coming. Then cometh the end, 
when he shall have delivered up the kingdom 
to God, even the Father; when he shall have 
put down all rule, and all authority, and | 
power. For he must reign, till he hath put 
all enemies under his feet. The last enemy 
that shall be destroyed is death. For he hath 
put all things under his feet. But when he 
saith, all things are put under him, it is mani- 
fest that he is excepted, which did put all 
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things under him. And when all things shall 
be subdued unto him, then shall the Son also 
himself be subject unto him that put all things 
under him, that God may be all in all. Else 
what shall they do which are baptized for the 
dead, if the dead rise not at all? why are 
they then baptized for the dead? And why 
stand we in jeopardy every hour? I protest 
by your rejoicing, which I have in Christ Jesus 
our Lord, I die daily. If after the manner of 
men I have fought with beasts at Ephesus, 
what advantageth it me? If the dead are not 
raised, let us eat and drink, for to-morrow we 
die. Benotdeceived: evilcommunications cor- 
rupt good manners. Awake to righteousness, 
and sin not: for some have not the knowledge 
of God: IL speak this to your shame, But some 
man will say, How are the dead raised up? and 
with what body do they come? Thou fool, 
that which thou sowest is not quickened, ex- 
cept it die. And that which thou sowest, thou 
sowest not that body that shall be, but bare 
grain, it may chance of wheat, or of some other 
grain: but God giveth it a body, as it hath 
pleased him, and to every seed his own body. 
All flesh is not the same flesh; but there is one 
kind of flesh of men, another flesh of beasts, 
another of fishes, and another of birds. There 
are also celestial bodies, and bodies terrestrial; 
but the glory of the celestial is one, and the 
glory of the terrestrial is another. There is 
one glory of the sun, and another giory of the 
moon, and another giory of the stars; for one 
star differeth from another star in glory. So 
also is the resurrection of the dead. Itis sown 
in corruption; it is raised in incorruption: it 
is sown in dishonour; it is raised in glory: 
itis sown in weakness; itis raised in power: it 
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is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual 
body. There is a natural body, and there is 
a spiritual body. And so it is written, The 
first man Adam was made a living soul; the 
last Adam was made a quickening spirit. 
Howhbeit, that was not first which is spiritual, 
but that which is natural; and afterward that 
which is spiritual. The first man is of the 
earth, earthy: the second man is the Lord 
from heaven. As is the earthy, such are they 
that are earthy: and as is the heavenly, such 
are they also that are heavenly. And as we 
have borne the image of the earthy, we shall 
also bear the image of the heavenly. Now 
this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood 
cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither 
doth corruption inherit incorruption. Behold, 
I shew you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, 
but we shall all be changed, in a moment, in 
the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: 
for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead 
shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be 
changed. For this corruptible must put on 
incorruption, and this mortal must put on 
immortality. So when this corruptible shall 
have put on incorruption, and this mortal 
shall have put on immortality; then shall be 
brought to pass the saying that is written, 
Death is swallowed up in victory. O death, 
where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy 
victory? The sting of death is sins and the 
strength of sin is the law. But thanks be to 
God, which giveth us the victory through our 
Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore, my beloved 
brethren, be ye stedfast, unmoveable, always 
abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch 
as ye know that your labour is not in vain in 
the Lord.

our forefathers, in the land of Egypt + even 

in the field of Zoan. 
14 He divided the sea, and let them go 

ipreren : he made the waters to stand on an

15 In the day-time also he led them with a 

os : and all the night through witha light 

re. 
16 He clave the hard rocks in the wilder- 

ness + and gave them drink thereof, as It had 

been out of the great depth. 
17 He brought waters out of the stony rock + 

so that it gushed out like the rivers. 

1% Yet for all this they sinned more against 

him : and provoked the most Highest in the 

wilderness. 
19 They tempted God in their hearts ; and 

required meat for their lust. 
20 They spake against God also, saying + 

Shall God prepare a table in the wilderness ? 
21 He smote the stony rock in that 

the waters gushed out, and the streams ed 

withal : butcan he give bread also, or provide 

flesh for his people? 
22 When the Lord heard this, he was 

wroth : so the fire was kindled in Jacob, and 

there came up heavy displeasure 

Iarael; 
23 Because they believed not in God ¢ and 

put not their trust in his help. 

24, 80 he commanded the clouds aboye % 

and opened the doors of heaven. 
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Even. PSALM 78 Day 15 
25 He rained down manna aiso upon them 
fortoeat : and gave them food from heaven. 

26 So man did eat angels’ food ; for he 
sent them meat enough. 
27 He caused the east-wind to blow under 

heayen : and through his power he brought 
in the south-west-wind. 

28 He rained flesh wpon them as thick as 
dust : and feathered fowls Hike as the sand 
of the sea. 

29 He let it fall among their tents ;: even 
round about their habitation. 

30 So they did eat and were well filled, for 
he gaye them their own desire : they were 
not disappointed of their Inst. 

31 But while the meat was yet in their 
mouths, the heavy wrath of God came upon 
them, and slew the wealthiest of them : yea, 
and smote down the chosen men that were in 

32 But for all this they simmed yet more : 
and believed not his wondrous works.

45 He turned their waters into blood 3 so 

that they might not drink of the rivers. 

46 He sent lice among them, and devoured 

them up : and frogs to destroy them. 

47 Hegave their fruit unto the caterpillar : 

and their labour unto the grasshopper. 

48 He destroyed their vines with _hail- 

stones 3 and their mulberry-trees with the 

frost. 
49 He smote their cattle also with _hail- 

stones : and their flocks with hot thunderbolts. 

50 He cast upon them the furiousness of 

his wrath, anger, displeasure, and trouble 

and sent evil angels among them, 
51 He made a way to his indignation, and 

spared not their soul from death ¢ but gave 

their life over to the pestilence ; 

52, And smote all the first-born in Egypt : 

the most principal and mightiest in the 

dwellings of Ham. 
53 But as for his own people, he led them 

forth like sheep : and carried them in the 

wilderness like a flock.

54 He brought them out safely, that they 

should not fear : and overwhelmed their 
enemies with the sea. 

55 And brought them within the borders 

of his sanctuary : even tohis mountain which 

he purchased with his right hand. 
56 He cast out the heathen also before 

them : caused their land to be divided among 

them for an heritage, and made the tribes of 

Israel to dwell in their tents. 
57 Sothey tempted and displeased the most 

high God : and kept not his testimonies ; 

58 But turned their backs, and fell away 

like their forefathers : starting aside like a 

broken bow. 
59 For they grieved him with their hill- 

altars 3; and provoked him to displeasure with 
their images. 

60 When God heard this, he was wroth : 
and took sore displeasure at Israel.

22 The sun ariseth, and they get them 
reget together : and lay them down in their 
ens. 
23 Man goeth forth to his work, and to his 

labour : until the evening. 
24 O Lord, how manifold are thy works : 

in wisdom hast thou made them all; the earth 
is full of thy riches. 

25 So is the great and wide sea also : 
wherein are things creeping innumerable, 
both small and great beasts. 

26 There go the ships, and there is that 
Leviathan : whom thou hast made to take 
his pastime therein. 

27 These wait all upon thee : that thou 
mayest give them meat in due season. 

28 When thou givest it them they gather 
it : and when thou openest thy hand they are 
filled with good. 

29 When thou hidest thy face they are 
troubled : when thou takest away their breath 
they die, and are turned again to their dust. 

30 When thou lettest thy breath go forth 
they shall be made : and thou shalt renew 
the face of the earth. 
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$1 The glorious majesty of the Lord shall 
endure for ever : the Lord shall rejoice in 
his works. 

$2 The earth shall tremble at the look of 
him : if he do but touch the hills, they shall 
smoke. 

33 I will sing unto the Lord as long as I 
live : I will praise my God while I have my 
being. 

34 And so shall my words please him : 
my joy shall be in the Lord. 

35 As for sinners, they shall be consumed 
out of the earth, and the ungodly shall come 
to anend : praise thou the Lord, O my soul, 
praise the Lord.

13 What time as they went from one nation 
to another : from.one kingdom to another 

people ; : 
14 He suffered no man to do them wrong : 

but reproved even kings for their sakes ; 
15 Touch not mine Anointed : and do my 

prophets no harm. 
16 Moreover, he called for a dearth upon 

the land : and destroyed all the provision of 
bread. 

17 But he had sent a man before them + 
even Joseph, who was sold to be a bond- 
servant ; 

18 Whose feet they hurt in the stocks $ 
the iron entered into his soul; 

19 Until the time came that his cause was 
known : the word of the Lord tried him. 

20 The king sent, and delivered him : the 
prince of the people let him go free. 

21 He made him lord also of his house ; 
and ruler of all his substance; 

22 That he might inform his princes after 
his will : and teach his senators wisdom. 

23 Israelalso came into Egypt : and Jacob 
was a stranger in the land of Ham. 
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24 And he increased his people exceed- 

ingly :; and made them stronger than their 
enemies 3 

25 Whose heart turned, so that they hated 
his people : and dealt untruly with his 
servants. 

26 Then sent he Moses his servant : and 
Aaron whom he had chosen. 

27 And these shewed his tokens among 
them ¢: and wonders in the land of Ham. 

28 Hesent darkness, and it was dark : and 
they were not obedient unto his word. 

29 He turned their waters into blood : and 
slew their fish. 

30 Their land brought forth frogs : yea, 
even in their kings’ chambers. 

31 Hespake the word, and there came all 
manner of flies : and lice inall their quarters. 

32 He gave them hail-stones for rain : and 

flames of fire in their land. 
33 He smote their vines also and fig-trees : 

and destroyed the trees that were in their 
coasts. 

34 Hespake the word, and the grasshoppers 
came, and caterpillars innumerable : and did 
eat up all the grass in their land, and devoured 
the fruit of their ground. 

35 Hesmoteall the first-born in theirland : 
even the chief of all their strength. 

36 He brought them forth also with silver 
and gold ; there was not one feeble person 
among their tribes. 

37 Egypt was glad at their departing : for 
they were afraid of them. 

38 He spread out a cloud to be a covering : 
and fire to give light in the night-season. 

39 At their desire he brought quails : and 
he filled them with the bread of heaven. 
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40 He opened the rock of stone, and the 
waters flowed out : so that rivers ran in the 
dry places. 

41 For why? he remembered his holy 
promise ; and Abraham his servant. 

42 And he brought forth his people with 
joy : and his chosen with gladness; 

43 And gave them the lands of the heathen : 
and they took the labours of the people in 
possession ; 

44 That they might keep his statutes : and 
observe his laws.

11 As for those that troubled them, the 
waters overwhelmed them ; there was not 
one of them left. 

12 Then believed they his words : and 
sang praise unto him. 

13 But within a while they forgat his 
works ; and would not abide his counsel. 

14 But lust came upon them in the wilder- 
ness : and they tempted God in the desert. 

15 And he gave them their desire : and 
sent leanness withal into their soul. 

16 They angered Moses also in the tents : 
and Aaron the saint of the Lord. 

17 So the earth opened, and swallowed up 
Dathan : and covered the congregation of 
Abiram. 

18 And the fire was kindled in their com- 
pany ; the flame burnt up the ungodly. 

19 They made a calf in Horeb ; and wor- 
shipped the molten image. 

20 Thus they turned their glory : into the 
similitude of a calf that eateth hay. 

21 And they forgat God their Saviour : 
who had done so great things in Egypt; 

22 Wondrous works in the land of Ham ; 
and fearful things by the Red sea. 

23 So he said, he would have destroyed 
them, had not Moses his chosen stood 
before him in the gap : to turn away his 
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wrathful indignation, lest he should destroy 
them. 

24 Yea, they thought scorn of that plea- 
sant land ; and gave no credence unto his 
word 3 

25 But murmured in their tents : and 
hearkened not unto the voice of the Lord. 

26° Then lift he up his hand against them : 
to overthrow them in the wilderness ; 

27 To cast out their seed among the 
nations ; and to scatter them in the lands. 

28 They joined themselves unto Baal-peor =: 
and ate the offerings of the dead. 

29 Thus they provoked him to anger with 
their own inventions : and the plague was 
great among them. 

30 Thenstood up Phinees and prayed : and 
so the plague ceased. 

31 And that was counted unto him for 
righteousness : among all posterities for 
evermore. ; 

32 They angered him also at the waters of 
strife : so that he punished Moses for their 
sakes 5 

33 Because they provoked his spirit : so 
that he spake unadvisedly with his lips. 

34 Neither destroyed they the heathen : 
as the Lord commanded them; 

35 But were mingled among the heathen ; 
and learned their works. 

86 Insomuch that they worshipped their 
idols, which turned to their own decay : yea, 
they offered their sons and their daughters 
unto devils ; 

37 And shed innocent blood, even the blood 
of their sons and of their daughters : whom 
they offered unto the idols of Canaan; and the 
land was defiled with blood. 
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88 Thus were they stained with their own 
works : and went a whoring with their own 
inventions. 

39 Therefore was the wrath of the Lord 
kindled against his people : insomuch that he 
abhorred his own inheritance. 

40 And he gave them over into the hands of 
the heathen ; and they that hated them were 
lords over them. 

41 Their enemies oppressed them : and 
had them in subjection. 

42, Many a time did he deliver them :; but 
they rebelled against him with their own in- 
ventions, and were brought down in their 
wickedness. 

43 Nevertheless, when he saw their ad- 
versity : he heard their complaint. 

44, He thought upon his covenant, and pitied 
them according unto the multitude of his 
mercies : yea, he made all those that led 
them away captive to pity them. 

45 Deliver us, O Lord our God, and gather 
us from among the heathen : that we may 
give thanks unto thy holy Name, and make 
our boast of thy praise. 

46 Blessed be the Lord God of Israel from 
everlasting and world without end : and let 
all the people say, Amen.

THE PREFACE 

T is evident unto all men diligently reading holy Scripture and 
ancient Authors, that from the Apostles’ time there have been 

these Orders of Ministers in Christ's Church; Bishops, Priests, 
and Deacons. Which offices were evermore had in such reveren 
estimation, that no man might presume to execute any of them, 
except he were first called, tried, examined, and known to have 
such qualities as are requisite for the same; and also by pablick 
Prayer, with Imposition of Hands, were approved and a mitted 
thereunto by lawfulauthority. And therefore, to the intent that 
these Orders may be continued, and reverently used and esteemed, 

in the Church of England; No man shall be accounted or taken to 
be a lawful Bishop, Priest, or Deacon in the Church of England, 
or suffered to execute any of the said functions, except he be 
called, tried, examined, and admitted thereunto, according to the 
Form hereafter following, or hath had formerly Episcopal Conse- 
cration or Ordination. 

And none shall be admitted a Deacon, except he be twenty- 
three years of age, unless he have a Faculty, And every man 
which is to be admitted a Priest shall be full four-and-twent, 
‘ap old. And every man which 1s to be ordained or consecrate: 
ishop shall be fully thirty years of age. 

And the Bishop, knowing either by himself, or by sufficient 
testimony, any person to be a man of virtuous conversation, and 
without crime; and after examination and trial finding him 
learned in holy Scripture, and sufficiently instructed in the Latin 
tongue, may at the times appointed in the Canon, or else, on 
urgent occasion, upon some other Sunday or Holy-day, in the face 
of the Church, admit him a Deacon, in such manner and form as 

hereafter followeth.

FOR THE AVOIDING OF DIVERSITIES OF OPINIONS 

AND FOR THE ESTABLISHING OF CONSENT 

TOUCHING TRUE RELIGION 

REPRINTED BY COMMAND OF HIS MAJESTY KING 
CHARLES I WITH HIS ROYAL DECLARATION 

PREFIXED THEREUNTO 
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EING by God’s Ordinance, according to Our just Title, Defender of the 
Faith, and Supreme Governor of the Church, within these Our Dominions, 

We hold it most agreeable to this Our Kingly Office, and Our own religions 
Zeal, toconserve and maintain the Church committed to Our Charge, in Unity 
of true Religion, and in the Bond of Peace; and not to suffer unnecessary 
Disputations, Altercations, or Questions to be raised, which may nourish 
Faction both in the Church and Commonwealth. We have therefore, upon 
mature Deliberation, and with the Advice of so many of Our Bishops as 
might conveniently be called together, thought fit to make this Declaration 
following: 

That the Articles of the Church of England (which have been allowed and 
authorized heretofore, and which Our Clergy generally have subscribed unto) 
do contain the true Doctrine of the Church of England agreeable to God's 
Word: which We do therefore ratify and confirm, requiring all Our loring 
Subjects to continue in the uniform Profession thereof, and prohibiting the 
least difference from the said Articles; which to that End We command to be 
new printed, and this Our Declaration to be published therewith. 

That We are Supreme Governor of the Church of England: And that ifany 
difference arise about the external Policy, concerning the Injunctions, Canons, 
and other Constitutions whatsoever thereto belonging, the Clergy in their Con- 
yocation is to order and settle them, having first obtained leave under Our 
Broad Seal so todo: and Weapproving their said Ordinances and Constitutions; 
providing that none be made contrary to the Laws and Customs of the Land. 

That out of Our Princely Care that the Churchmen may do the Work which 
is proper unto them, the Bishops and Clergy, from time to timein Convocation, 
upon their humble Desire, shall have Licence under Our Broad Seal todeliberate 
of, and todoallsuch Things, as, being made plain by them, and assented unto by 
Us, shall concern the settled Continuance of the Doctrineand Discipline of the 
Church of [ngland now established; from which We will notendureany yary- 
ing or departing in the least Degree, 

That forthe present, though some differences have been ill raised, yet We take 
comfort in this, that all Clergymen within Our Realm have always most will- 
ingly subscribed to the Articles established; which isan argument to Us, that 
theyall agree in the frue, usual, literal meaning of the said Articles; and that 
even in those curious points, in which the present differences lie, men of all 
sorts take the Articles of the Church of England to be for them; which is an 
argument again, that none of them intend any desertion of the Articles 
established, 

That thereforein these both curiousand unhappy differences, which hare for 
60 many hundred years, in different times and places, exercised the Church of 
Christ, We will, that all further-curious search be laid aside, and these dis- 
putes shut up in God’s promises, as they be generally set forth to us in the ho! 
Scriptures, and the general meaning of the Articles of the Church of 
according to them. And thatno man hereafter shall either print, or 
to draw the Article aside any way, but shall submit to it in the plainand 
meaning thereof: and shall not put his own sense or comment to bethemean 
ing of the Article, but shall take it in the literal and sense, 

That if any publick Reader in either of Our Universities, or any Head or 
Master of a College, or any other person respectively in either of them, shall 
affix any new sense to any Article, or shall publickly read, determine, or hold 
any publick Disputation, or suffer any such to be held either way, in eitherthe 
Universities or Colleges respectively ; or ifany Divine in the Universitiesshall 
preach or print any thing either way, other than is already established in Con- 
Yocation with Our Royal Assent; he, or they the Offenders, shall be liable to 
Our displeasure, and the Church's censure in Our Commission Eccl

I. Of Faith in the Holy Trinity. 

‘ERE is but one living and true God, 
everlasting, without body, parts, or pas- 

sions; of infinite power, wisdom, and good- 
ness $ the Maker, and Preserver of all things 
both visible and invisible. And in unity of 
this Godhead there be three Persons, of one 
substance, power, and eternity; the Father, 
the Son, and the Holy Ghost. 

IL Ofthe Word or Son of God, which was made very 
Man. 

E Son, which is the Word of the Father, 
begotten from everlasting of the Father, 

the very and eternal God, and of one sub- 
stance with the Father, took Man’s nature in 
the womb of the blessed Virgin, of her sub- 
stance: so that two whole and perfect Natures, 
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that is tosay, the Godhead and Manhood, were 
joined together in one Person, never to be di- 
vided, whereof is one Christ, very God, and very 
Man; who truly suffered, was crucified, dead 
and buried, to reconcile his Father to us, and 
to be a sacrifice, not only for original guilt, 
but also for all actual sins of men. 

III. Of the going down of Christ into Hell, 

§ Christ died for us, and was buried, so also 
is it to be believed, that he went down 

into Hell. 

IV. Of the Resurrection of Christ. 

HRIST did truly rise again from death, 
and took again his body, with flesh, bones, 

and all things appertaining to the perfection 
of Man’s nature; wherewith he ascended into 
Heaven, and there sitteth, until he return to 
judge all Men at the last day. 

V. Ofthe Holy Ghost. 

E Holy Ghost, proceeding from the Fa- 
ther and the Son, is of one substance, 

majesty, and glory, with the Father and the 
Son, very and eternal God. 

VI. Of the Sufficiency of the holy Seriptures for 
salvation. 

Hi Scripture containeth all things ne- 
cessary to salvation: so that whatsoever 

is not read therein, nor may be proved there- 
by, is not to be required of any man, that it 
should be believed as an article of the Faith, 
or be thought requisite or necessary to salva- 
tion. In thename of the holy Scripture we do 
understand those Canonical Books of the Old 
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and New Testament, of whose authority was 
never any doubt in the Church.

All the Books of the New Testament, as 
they are commonly received, we do receive, 
and account them Canonical. 

VII. Of the Old Testament. 

E Old Testament is not contrary to the 
New: for both in the Old and New Testa- 

ment everlasting life is offered to Mankind by 
Christ, who is the only Mediator between God 
and Man, being both God and Man. Where- 
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fore they are not to be heard, which feign 
that the old Fathers did look only for transi- 
tory promises. Although the Law given from 
God by Moses, as touching Ceremonies and 
Rites, do not bind Christian men, nor the Civil 
precepts thereof ought of necessity to be re- 
ceived in any commonwealth; yet notwith- 
standing, no Christian man whatsoever is free 
from the obedience of the Commandments 
which are called Moral. 

VII. Of the Three Creeds. 

HE Three Creeds, Nicene Creed, Atha- 
nasius’s Creed, and that which is com- 

monly called the* Apostles’ Creed, ought 
thoroughly to be received and believed: for 
they may be proved by most certain warrants 
of holy Seripture. 

IX. Of Original or Birth-sin. 

RIGINAL Sin standeth not in the follow- 
ing of Adam, (as the Pelagians do vainly 

talk ;) but it is the fault and corruption of the 
Nature of every man, that naturally is ingen- 
dered of the offspring of Adam; whereby 
man is very far gone from original righteous- 
ness, and is of his own nature inclined to evil, 
so that the flesh lusteth always contrary to 
the spirit; and therefore in every person born 
into this world, it deserveth God’s wrath and 
damnation. And this infection of nature doth 
remain, yea in them that are regenerated; 
whereby the lust of the flesh, called in the 
Greek, Spdvnpa capxds, Which some do expound 
the wisdom, some sensuality, some the affec- 
tion, some the desire, of the flesh, is not sub- 
ject to the Law of God. And although there 
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is no condemnation for them that believe and 
are baptized, yet the Apostle doth confess, that 
concupiscence and lust hath of itself the na- 
ture of sin. 

X. Of Free-Wiil. 

HE condition of Man after the fall of 
Adam is such, that he cannot turn and 

prepare himself, by his own natural strength 
and good works, to faith, and calling upon 
God: Wherefore we have no power to do good 
works pleasant and acceptable to God, without 
the grace of God by Christ preventing us, that 
we may have a good will, and working with 
us, when we have that good will. 

XI. Of the Justification of Man. 

We are accounted righteous before God, 
only for the merit of our Lord and Sa- 

viour Jesus Christ by Faith, and not for our 
own works or deservings: Wherefore, that we 
are justified by Faith only is a most whole- 
some Doctrine, and very full of comfort, as 
more largely is expressed in the Homily of 
Justification. 

XII. Of Good Works. 

LBEIT that Good Works, which are the 
fruits of Faith, and follow after Justi- 

fication, cannot put away our sins, and endure 
the severity of God’s Judgement; yet are 
they pleasing and acceptable to God in Christ. 
and do spring out necessarily of a true an 
lively Faith; insomuch that by them a lively 
Faith may be as evidently known as a tree 
discerned by the fruit. 
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XU. Of Works before Justification. 

Wane done before the grace of 
and the Inspiration of his Spirit, are no 

pleasant to God, forasmuch as they spring 
not of faith in Jesus Christ, neither do they 
make men meet to receive grace, or (as the 
School-authors say) deserve graceof congruity: 
yea rather, for that they are not done as God 
hath willed and commanded them to be done, 
we doubt not but they have the nature of sin. 

XIV. Of Works of Supererogation. 

OLUNTARY Works besides, over and 
above, God’s Commandments, which they 

call Works of Supererogation, cannot be 
taught without arrogancy and impiety: for by 
them men do declare, that they do not only 
render unto God as much as they are bound 
to do, but that they do more for his sake, 
than of bounden duty is required: whereas 
Christ saith plainly, When ye have done all 
that are commanded to you, say, We are un- 
profitable servants, 

XV. Of Christ alone without Sin. 

HRIST in the truth of our nature was 
made like unto us in all things, sin only 

except, from which he was clearly void, both 
in his flesh, and in his spirit. He came to be 
the Lamb without spot, who, by sacrifice of 
himself once made, should take away the sins 
of the world, and sin, as Saint John saith, was 
not in him. But all we the rest, although 
baptized, and born again in Christ, yet offend 
in many things; and if we say we have no 
sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not 
in us. 
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XVL Of Sin after Baptism. 

N° every deadly sin willingly committed 
after Baptism is sin against the Holy 

Ghost, and unpardonable. Wherefore the 
grant of repentance is not to be denied to 
such as fall into sin after Baptism. After we 
haye received the Holy Ghost, we may depart 
from grace given, and fall into sin, and by the 
grace of God we may arise again, and amend 
our lives. And therefore they are to be con- 
demned, which say, they can no more sin as 
long as they live here, or deny the place of 
forgiveness to such as truly repent. 

XVIE. Of Predestination and Election. 

REDESTINATION to Life is the ever- 
lasting purpose of God, whereby (before 

the foundations of the world were laid) he 
hath constantly decreed by his counsel secret 
tous, to deliver from curse and damnation those 
whom he hath chosen in Christout of mankind, 
and to bring them by Christ to everlasting sal- 
yation, as vessels made to honour. Where- 
fore, they which be endued with so excellent 
a benefit of God be called according to God’s 
purpose by his Spirit working in due season: 
they through Grace obey the calling: they be 
justified freely: they be made sons of God by 
adoption: they be made like the image of his 
only-begotten Son Jesus Christ: they walk re- 
ligiously in good works, and at length, by God’s 
mercy, they attain to everlasting felicity. 
Asthegodly consideration of Predestination, 

and our Election in Christ, is full of sweet, 
pleasant, and unspeakable comfort to godly 
persons, and such as feel in themselves the 
working of the Spirit of Christ, mortifying the 
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works of the flesh, and their earthly members, 
and drawing up their mind to high and hea- 
venly things, as well because it doth greatly 
establish and confirm their faith of eternal 
Salvation to be enjoyed through Christ, as be- 
cause it dothfervently kindle their love towards 
God: So, for curious and carnal persons, lacking 
the Spirit of Christ, to have continually before 
their eyes the sentenceof God’s Predestination, 
is a most dangerous downfal, whereby the 
Devil doth thrust them either into desperation, 
or into wretchlessness of most unclean living, 
no less perilous than desperation. 

Furthermore, we must receive God’s pro- 
mises in such wise,.as they be generally set 
forth to us in holy Scripture: and, in our 
doings, that Will of God is to be followed, 
which we have expressly declared unto us in 
the Word of God. 

XVII. Of obtaining eternal Salvation only by the 
Name of Christ. 

HEY also are to be had accursed that pre- 
sume to say, That every man shall he 

Saved by the Law or Sect which he professeth, 
so that he be diligent to frame his life accord- 
ing to that Law, and the light of Nature. 
For holy Scripture doth set out unto us only 
pee neue of Jesus Christ, whereby men must 
e saved. 

XIX. Of the Church. 

cles visible Church of Christ is a congre- 
gation of faithful men, in the which the 

pure Word of God is preached, and the Sacra- 
ments be duly ministered according to Christ’s 
ordinance in all those things that of necessity 
are requisite to the same. 
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As the Church of Jerusalem, Alexandria, 

and Antioch, have erred; so also the Church 
of Rome hath erred, not only in their living 
and manner of Ceremonies, but also in matters 
of Faith. 

XX. Of the Authority of the Church. 

HE Church hath power to decree Rites or 
Ceremonies, and authority in Controver- 

sies of Faith: And yet it is not lawful for the 
Church to ordain any thing that is contrary 
to God’s Word written, neither may it so ex- 
pound one place of Scripture, that it be repug- 
nant to another. Wherefore, although the 
Church be a witness and a keeper of holy Writ, 
yet, as it ought not to decree any thing against 
the same, so besides the same ought it not to 
enforce any thing to be believed for necessity 
of Salvation. 

XXI. Of the Authority of General Councils. 

(eee Councils may not be gathered 
together without the commandment and 

will of Princes. And when they be gathered 
together, (forasmuch as they be an assembly 
of men, whereof all be not governed with the 
Spirit and Word of God,) they may err, and 
sometimes have erred, even in things pertain- 
ing unto God. Wherefore things ordained by 
them as necessary to salvation have neither 
strength nor authority, unless it may be de- 
clared that they be taken out of holy Scripture, 

XXII. Of Purgatory. 

HE Romish Doctrine concerning Purga- 
tory, Pardons, Worshipping and Adora- 

tion, as well of Images as of Reliques, and 
also invocation of Saints, is a fond thing 
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vainly invented, and grounded upon no war- 
ranty of Scripture, but rather repugnant to 
the Word of God. 

XXIII. Of Ministering in the Congregation. 

T is not lawful for any man to take upon 
him the office of publick preaching, or 

ministering the Sacraments in the Congrega- 
tion, before he be lawfully called, and sent to 
execute the same. And those we ought to 
judge lawfully called and sent, which be chosen 
and called to this work by men who have 
publick authority given unto them in the 
Congregation, to call and send Ministers into 
the Lord’s vineyard. 

XXIV. Of speaking in the Congregation in such a 
tongue as the people understandeth. 

iE is a thing plainly repugnant to the Word 
of God, and the custom of the Primitive 

Church, to have publick Prayer in the Sa 
or to minister the Sacraments in a tongue no 
understanded of the people. 

XXV. Of the Sacramenis. 

ACRAMENTS- ordained of Christ be not 
only badges or tokens of Christian men’s 

profession, but rather they be certain sure 
witnesses, and effectual signs of grace, and 
God’s good will towards us, by the which he 
doth work invisibly in us, and doth not only 
quicken, but also strengthen and confirm our 
Faith in him, 

There are two Sacraments ordained of Christ 
our Lord in the Gospel, that is to say, Baptism, 
and the Supper of the Lord. 
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Those five commonly called Sacraments, that 

is to say, Confirmation, Penance, Orders, Matri- 
mony, and extreme Unction, are not to be 
eounted for Sacraments of the Gospel, being 

suchas have grown partly of the corrupt follow- 
ing of the Apostles, partly are states of life 
allowed in the Scriptures; but yet have not 
like nature of Sacraments with Baptism, and 
the Lord’s Supper, for that they have not 

any visible sign or ceremony ordained of 

The Sacraments were not ordained of Christ 
to be gazed upon, or to be carried about, but 
that we should duly use them. And in such 
only as worthily receive the same they have a 
wholesome effect or operation: but they that 

receive them unworthily purchase to them- 

selyes damnation, as Saint Paul saith. 

XXVL. Of the Unworthiness of the Ministers, which 

hinders not the effect of the Sacrament. 

aaa in the visible Church the evil 

be ever mingled with the good, and some- 

times the evil have chief authority in the 

Ministration of the Word and Sacraments, 

yet forasmuch as they do not the same in 

their own name, but in Christ’s, and do 

minister by his commission and authority, we 

may use their Ministry, both in hearing the 

Word of God, and in receiving of the Sacra- 

ments. Neither is the effect of Christ’s ordi- 

nance taken away by their wickedness, nor the 

grace of God’s gifts diminished from suchas by 

faith and rightly do receive the Sacraments 

ministered unto them; which be effectual, 

because of Christ’s institution and promise, 

although they be ministered by evil men. 
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Nevertheless, it appertaineth to the disci- 
pline of the Church, that inquiry be made of 
evil Ministers, and that they be accused by 
those that have knowledge of their offences; 
and finally being found guilty, by just judge- 
ment be deposed. 

XXVIL Of Baptism. 

eto is not only a sign of profession, 
and mark of difference, whereby Christian 

men are discerned from others that be not 
christened, but it is also a sign of Regenera- 
tion or new Birth, whereby, as by an instru- 
ment, they that receive Baptism rightly are 
grafted into the Church; the promises of for- 
giveness of sin, and of our adoption to be the 
sons of God by the Holy Ghost, are visibly 
signed and sealed; Faith is confirmed, and 
Grace increased by virtue of prayer unto God. 
The Baptism of young Children is in any wise 
to be retained in the Church, as most agree- 
able with the institution of Christ. 

XXVIII. Of the Lords Supper. 

HE Supper of the Lord is not only a sign 
of the love that Christians ought to have 

among themselves one to another; but rather 
is a Sacrament of our Redemption by Christ’s 
death: insomuch that to such as rightly, 
worthily, and with faith, receive the same, the 
Bread which we break is a partaking of the 
Body of Christ ; and likewise the Cup of Bless- 
ing is a partaking of the Blood of Christ. 

Transubstantiation (or the change of the 
substance of Bread and Wine) in the Supper of 
the Lord, cannot be proved by holy Writ; but 
is repugnant to the plain words of Scripture 
overthroweth the nature of a Sacrament, and 
hath given occasion to many superstitions. 
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The Body of Christ is given, taken, and eaten, 

in the Supper, only after an heavenly and spi- 
ritual manner. And the mean whereby the 
Body of Christ is received and eaten in the 
Supper is Faith. 

The Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper was not 
by Christ’s ordinance reserved, carried about, 
lifted up, or worshipped. 

XXIX. Of the Wicked which eat not the Body of 
Christ in the use of the Lord’s Supper. 

HE Wicked, and such as be void of a lively 
faith, although they do carnally and visibly 

press with their teeth (as Saint Augustine 
saith) the Sacrament of the Body and Blood 
of Christ, yet in no wise are they partakers of 
Christ: but rather, to their condemnation, do 
eat and drink the sign or Sacrament of so 

great a thing. 

XXX. Of both kinds. 
dee Cup of the Lord is not to be denied to 

the Lay-people: for both the parts of the 
Lord’s Sacrament, by Christ’s ordinance and 
commandment, ought to be ministered to all 

Christian men alike. 

XXXI. Of the one Oblation of Christ finished upon 
the Cross. 

HE Offering of Christ once made is that 
perfect redemption, propitiation, and 

satisfaction, for all the sins of the whole 
world, both original and actual; and there is 
none other satisfaction for sin, but that alone. 
Wherefore the sacrifices of Masses, in the 
which it was commonly said, that the Priest 
did offer Christ for the quick and the dead, to 
have remission of pain or guilt, were blasphe- 

mous fables, and dangerous deceits. 
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XXXII. Of the Marriage of Priests. 

ISHOPS, Priests, and Deacons, are not 
commanded by God’s Law, either to vow 

the estate of single life, or to abstain from 
marriage: therefore it is lawful for them, as 
for all other Christian men, to marry at their 
own discretion, as they shall judge the same 
to serve better to godliness. 

XXXIIT. Of excommunicate Persons, how they are 
to be avoided. 

AT person which by open denunciation 
of the Church is rightly cut off from the 

unity of the Church, and CRCOUIT SUES 
ought to be taken of the whole multitude o 
the faithful, as an Heathen and Publi 
until he be openly reconciled by penance, an 
received into the Church by a Judge that hath 
authority thereunto. 

XXXIV. Of the Traditions of the Church. 

ik is not necessary that Traditions and 
Ceremonies be in ali places one, and. ut- 

terly like; for at all times they have been 
divers, and may be changed according to the 
diversities of countries, times, and men’s 
manners, so that nothing be ordained against 
God’s Word. Whosoever through his private 
judgement, willingly and purposely, doth 
openly break the traditions and ceremonies of 
the Church, which be not repugnant to the 
‘Word of God,and be ordained and approved by 
common authority, ought to be rebuked open- 
ly, (that others may fear to do the like,) as he 
that offendeth against the common order of 
the Church, and hurteth the authority of the 
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Magistrate, and woundeth the consciences of 
the weak brethren. 

Every particular or national Church hath 
authority to ordain, change, and abolish, cere- 
monies or rites of the Church ordained only by 
man’s authority, so that all things be done to 
edifying. 

XXXV. Of the Homilies. 

HE second Book of Homilies, the several 
titles whereof we have joined under this 

Article, doth contain a godly and wholesome 
Doctrine, and necessary for these times, as 
doth the former Book of Homilies, which were 
set forth in the time of Ldward the Sixth; and 
therefore we judge them to be read in Churches 
by the Ministers, diligently and distinctly, that 
they may be understanded of the people.

ft Re Book of Consecration of Archbishops 
. and Bishops, and Ordering of Priests and 

Deacons, lately set forth in the time of Edward 
the Sixth, and confirmed at the same time by 
authority of Parliament, doth contain all 
things necessary to such Consecration and 
Ordering: neither hath it any thing, that of 
itself is superstitious and ungodly. And there- 
fore whosoever are consecrated or ordered 
according to the Rites of that Book, since the 
second year of the forenamed King Zdward 
unto this time, or hereafter shall be conse- 
crated or ordered according to the same 
Rites; we decree all-such to be rightly, or- 
derly, and lawfully consecrated and ordered. 

XXXVIL Of the Civil Magistrates. 

HE King’s Majesty hath the chief power 
in this Realm of Zngland, and other his 

Dominions, unto whom the chief Government 
of all Estates of this Realm, whether they be 
Ecclesiastical or Civil, in all causes doth ap- 
pertain, and is not, nor ought to be, subject 
to any foreign Jurisdiction. 
Where we attribute to the King’s Majesty 

the chief government, by which Titles we un- 
derstand the minds-of some slanderous folks 
to be offended; we give not to our Princes 
the ministering either of God’s Word, or of 
the Sacraments, the which thing the Injunc- 
tions also lately set forth by Llizabeth our 
Queen do most plainly testify; but that only 
prerogative, which we see to have been given 
always to all godly Princes in holy Scriptures 
by God himself; that is, that they should rule 
all estates and degrees committed to their 
charge by God, whether they be Ecclesiastical 
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or Temporal, and restrain with the civil swor 
the stubborn and evildoers. ve 

The Bishop of Rome hath no jurisdiction in 

this Realm of Zngland. 
The Laws of the Realm may punish Chris- 

tian men with death, for heinous and grievous 
offences. 

It is lawful for Christian men, at the com- 
mandment of the Magistrate, to wear weapons, 
and serve in the wars. 

XXXVIII. Of Christian men’s Goods, which are not 
common. 

HE Riches and Goods of Christians are not 
common, as touching the right, title, and 

possession of the same, as certain Anabapt- 
ists do falsely boast. Notwithstanding, every 
man ought, of such things as he possesseth, 
liberally to give alms to the poor, according 

to his ability. 

XXXIX. Ofa Christian man’s Oath, 

aN we confess that vain and rash Swearing 
is forbidden Christian men by our Lord 

Jesus Christ, and James his Apostle, so we 
judge, that Christian Religion doth not pro- 

hibit, but that a man may swear when the 
Magistrate requireth, in a cause of faith and 

charity, so it be done according to the Pro- 

eet teaching, in justice, judgement, and 
truth. 

THE RATIFICATION. 
Ts Book of Articles before rehearsed, is again approved, and 

allowed to be holden and executed within the Realm, by the 

assent and consent of our Sovereign Lady ELIZABETH, by the 

grace of God, of England, France, and Ireland Queen, Defender 

of the Faith, &c. Which Articles were deliberately read, and con= 

firmed again by the subscription of the hands of the Archbishop 

and Bishops of the Upper-house, and by the ‘subscription of the 

whole Clergy of the Nether-house in their Conyocation, in the 

Year of our Lord 1571.
